History
1. This proceeding involves a Conditional Use application submitted by John & Susanna Fetherolf, requesting approval under the Town of Fayston, VT Land Use Regulations, to allow a setback reduction from the traveled way to build a garage on parcel 11-015 in the Recreation District.

2. The application and plat were received by the Fayston Zoning Administrator on 
May 28, 2008.  A copy of the application and plat are available at Fayston, VT Town offices. 

3. The application was reviewed for Conditional Use by the DRB, at a public hearing held on June 17, 2008, at the Fayston Town Offices.  
4. The Development Review Board reviewed the application and plat under the Town of Fayston, VT Land Use Regulations, as amended November 2, 2004.

5. On May 29, 2008, the warning for Conditional Use Review was published in the Valley Reporter.  

6. On June 2, 2008, the notice for the Fetherolf public hearing was posted at the following places:

a. The municipal clerk’s office, inside and outside for public viewing.

b. On parcel 11-015, located on Beech Tree Lane, beside the traveled way.
c. The Waitsfield and Moretown Post Office’s public notice boards.

7. The following members of the Development Review Board were present at the public hearing held on June 17, 2008:  Jon Shea, Chair, Chuck Martel, Kevin Wry, Mike Quenneville, and Al Molnar

8. At the outset of the hearing, the DRB afforded any person wishing to achieve status as an interested person an opportunity under 24 V.S.A. § 4465(b) to demonstrate that the criteria set forth in that statute could be met.  No interested parties were present for the public hearings.

Findings

1.   The applicant seeks approval of a Conditional Use permit to allow the construction of a garage on Parcel 11-015, within the 65’ front setback, located on Beech Tree Lane.

2.   The DRB found that due to a building constraint, identified as a steep slope in close proximity to the proposed garage, a waiver of the 65” setback required under Article 2, table 2.3 (D) of the Recreation District is necessitated.

3.   Conditional Use approval is requested for the project and subject to review under the Town of Fayston, VT Land Use Regulations of November 2, 2004, and the Town Plan of 2002.  The application was found to be complete by the DRB on June 17, 2008.

4.   The property is located in the Recreation District as described on the Town of Fayston, VT Zoning Map on record at the Town of Fayston, VT municipal office and is also described under Article 2, Table 2.3 of the Town of Fayston, VT Land Use Regulations. 

5.   The purpose of the Recreation District is to allow for a compact settlement pattern that minimizes the impact on sensitive lands through the use of Planned Unit and Planned Residential Development provisions.  In addition, the purpose is to encourage tourist accommodations, vacation homes, recreation and cultural facilities in a manner compatible with the town.

6.  The applicant’s parcel is adjacent to land owned by Fayston LLC, Danielle Hampton, Dave & Diana Mosher, Hiddenwood Homeowners Association, Inc., and John Williams.
Decision

The Fayston Development Review Board hereby approves application #2977 for Conditional Use to build a garage within the 65’ setback of Beech Tree Lane with conditions outlined below. 
Conditions

1. All other required local, state, and federal permits must be obtained prior to the commencement of site development.
