Upcoming Site Visits:

Site visits will be done by members individually.  Addresses of the applicants and directions are as follows:
Karen Moyers: The Moyers parcel is located on Phen Basin Road.  From the intersection of number 9 road (aka Bragg Hill Rd) it is about 1 mile to the property.  There is an orange permit posted on a large birch tree on the left side of the road, and a not so obvious driveway located on the left side just beyond the posting.  
Christopher & Gerri Coyle: Take Route 17 to German Flats road, turn onto German Flats road and drive to Sugar Run road—it is the last road in Fayston on the left side, if you reach Warren you’ve gone too far.  Turn onto Sugar Run road and drive straight past the condo entrance to a curve in the road, there you will see an orange posting on the Coyle parcel.  The road dead-ends at a house just past the Coyle parcel.
