
MINUTES OF FAYSTON PLANNING COMMISSION  
June 20, 2011

Meeting called to order by Dave at 7:05 pm.
There was discussion regarding how best to approach the next Town Plan revision, and also the remaining LUR amendments that need to be addressed.  The 2010 census data is now available for use.  The possibility of conducting a town survey was raised; the survey that Waitsfield completed during their revision process will be looked at.  Polly stated that there were some changes made to Chapter 117 this last legislative session, such as the requirement on an economic development chapter.  She volunteered to seek a list of any new requirements.
The group asked Chuck if anything had come up in the recent DRB hearings that indicated a need to consider revisions to the regulations.  Some research will be done on what effect a dividing road has on a parcel during the subdivision process.

Carol informed the PC members that the Selectboard has some suggested edits to the proposed regulation revisions.  She will forward them to the PC, and they may be acted upon at the next meeting on July 5th.  There will also be a Forest Wildlife Communities Project build-out analysis presentation at the July 5th meeting.  After that, the Commission will not meet again until September 19.  At that point the PC will look at a process for town plan revisions, as well as one for picking up deferred items in revising the regulations.

Motion to adjourn by Chuck, second by Polly.  All in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
