Minutes of Meeting of the Fayston Planning Commission

 Held on Tuesday, January 16, 2007

The Planning Commission reviewed the Mylar submitted by McCain consulting for the Spector subdivision off German Flats Road. It was noted that one of the abutters was incorrect, and the consensus of the PC was that this should be corrected before the Mylar is signed. This was referred back to the ZA.

A discussion of the upcoming Larry Brothers subdivision application took place. The PC is concerned that the property is currently listed as being in a flood plain (though the applicant claims it is not), and the applicant has proposed a change in the septic system design. Although the PC could still approve the subdivision (possibly with conditions addressing the requirements for local, state and federal permits), it would feel more comfortable knowing that the Fayston septic permit requirements meet the NFIP floodplain requirements. Will ask the ZA to provide.

A discussion of the upcoming Morris subdivision application took place. The PC would like to know what the SB approved for the Center Fayston Rd. upgrade (there was some question as to where the Fayston/Waitsfield town line actually is). Also, whether a trail/path was required along the road, and whether the SB discussed an easement to the entire trail crossing the Morris property.

Town Plan:

Two people are being trained to input the Town Survey data on 1/17/07. Hopefully they can have this completed in a week. Geoff Slater will then need 2-3 weeks to provide reports.
