6:00 – 8:00 Deliberative session for the Morris Subdivision application.

MOTION:  Gussie Graves moved, and Eric Boyden seconded to approve the Morris application #2777 with conditions.  Vote yes: All in favor.  Motion carries unanimously.

Conditions:

1. All requirements of the Subdivision checklist pertaining to the Mylar must be met by the applicant.

2. The applicant shall apply for and receive all required State, Federal, and Local permits, to include Act 250 and Storm Water permits, prior to subdividing the property.

3. Clearing envelopes shall be shown on the final Mylar.

4. Include the following language in the covenants regarding dog movement: "Each landowner is hereby put on notice that this development is in the immediate vicinity of deer winter habitat. Domestic dog activity seriously jeopardizes this critical habitat and the existence of deer in the area. A person who owns a dog that is not leashed, kenneled or otherwise under the owner's immediate control is subject to the penalties of 10 VSA section 4748 (Dogs Pursuing Deer) and Section 4514 (possession of Flesh of Game)."

5. The area identified on the plans as conservation/wildlife habitat area shall be surveyed with iron pins set to mark the boundary within each of properties numbered 2, 4, 5, and 7 as depicted on the plans.

6. The area identified on the final plans as conservation/wildlife habitat area shall be included on the Mylar.

7. There shall be no further subdivision allowed for any new lots created by this subdivision of land.

8. The conserved land on lots 2, 4, 5, and 7 as shown on the final plans shall be protected in perpetuity.  This land shall be preserved as outlined on item #12 of the Protective Covenants and Restrictions and shall be adhered to as follows: “That portion of the Protected Property identified as Conservation Land on the approved plan shall be maintained as wooded forest land and used for non-commercial recreation use only.  No structures of any type shall be constructed or maintained on such Conservation Land.  The cutting and removal of dead, diseased, or storm damaged trees on the Conservation Land is permitted.  Selective thinning of live trees larger than six inches in diameter at the base on the Conservation Land is permitted provided a minimum of 30 trees per acre at least six inches in diameter at the base is maintained on each acre of Conservation Land.  No clear cutting of trees on the Conservation Land shall be permitted.

9. The non-motorized recreation trail may be accessed or used by the general public until such time as a majority of the lot owners vote to discontinue such use by the general public for non-motorized recreational use.  This restriction is described under item 13 “Easements & Rights of Way” in the Protective Restrictions and Covenants (Exhibit L).

10. All utilities servicing lots 1 through 7 shall be underground beginning at the curb cut.

11. Required pull-outs for emergency vehicles shall be depicted on the Mylar.
