Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of March 24, 2008.  Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved.

6:30pm – Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal and personnel matters.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


7:09pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


Actions taken:


Patti Greene-Swift and Selectboard signed an updated employment agreement.


Robert made a motion to accept the settlement agreement of $202,500.00 as outlined by Brian Monaghan in an email dated April 8, 2008 regarding the Carlene Munn vs. Munn case. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


Selectboard will begin the interview process for a new road foreman at the April 28, 2008 Selectboard meeting.

3.
Raymond Munn -Constable

Raymond brought three situations he had been called on as Constable to the Selectboard attention.

He had a call that the Icelandic Horse Farm was having some difficulty with children who live in the green house by the watering trough in that they were running about when the horses went by and startling the horses as well as washing their dog in the watering trough.

He had a call about young men and dirt bikes that might be damaging trails in the Big Basin area.  
He had complaints about the speed of cars by the Fayston Elementary School on German Flats.

For the first two he intended to make phone calls to the parents and for the third suggested a speed monitoring trailer be set up by the school, if he could get Peter Laskowski to help him borrow the same, to allow motorist to see just how fast they are going in a 35mph zone.

Raymond also took the drafted job description home to review and will pick up a Fayston Town Dog Ordinance tomorrow.

4.
Selectboard addressed Sharon Kellerman’s email letter asking if the 35mph speed limit on German Flats Road by the Fayston Elementary School is only when children are present or all the time. See attached email.  Upon reviewing the speed ordinance it was discovered that the 35 mph speed limit applies to Fayston’s portion of German Flats Road from the junction of Route 17 to Slide Brook Road. Sharon will be sent a copy of these minutes.

5.
Selectboard signed excess weight permits for: Griffin & Griffin Excavating, Inc., Cox Trucking Inc./Clement Cox, Birdseye Sitework, Green Mountain Power Corporation,  Curtis Lumber Co. Inc., Hutch Crane and Pump Rental Corporation, Camp Precast Concrete Products, Inc.
6.
Selectboard signed Liquor License applications for Mad River Glen Ski Area, Tucker Hill Lodge and Bongiorno’s. 
7.
Town Plan revision public hearing date was not set at this time as revisions are not complete.
8.
Ed made a motion to recommend Susan Hale as Fayston Town Health Officer beginning May 31, 2008. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

9.
Ky Koitzsch regarding the Fayston Natural Resource Committee and Ancient Roads project.  

Ky suggested re-appointment of the three members whose terms are up but that instead of a one year term they become three year terms which in turn would eventually have each member as a three year term but staggered.  Jared made a motion to re-appoint Stellen Wollmar, Ned Kelley and Patti Greene-Swift to the Fayston Natural Resource Committee for terms ending 2011. Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
There followed discussion about the ancient roads process and when a public hearing or informational meeting might take place.  It was agreed by all that the project was not yet at the point of hearings/meetings and that research in the land records needed to be delved into first.  Ky had started that process a bit today and will discuss with his group how they should proceed.  
In legislation right now there is an extension date for completion of this project being proposed of a year or two.  Question was raised as to if this meant that the completion date that is attached to the grant received would also be extended or if in order to use the  funds the current time line would need to be adhered to.

Selectboard and Ky then went over the map of  areas of interest which Ky will take back to the committee to see if they might narrow the list down even more.

Selectboard read mail and signed orders of 3/31/08, 4/7/08 and 4/14/08.
