1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of April 9, 2007.  Robert seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Michael Quenneville discussed with the Selectboard possible scenarios for the two plow trucks that are in need of repair.  Tony’s can be repaired for $4,800.00 and Mike’s for $3,800.00 -  this time.  He does not have faith that the truck will make the winter. The State heavy equipment loan program has passed its deadline of April 15th application but they will have another of October 15, 2007.  This may enable the Town to borrow up to 75% of a new truck purchase with an interest rate of 2%.  After further discussion it was agreed to have the trucks repaired and take the chance they make it through the winter while budgeting in 2008 for a new truck.

Michael also noted that he is working on bids for an outside wood furnace for the garage.

3.
Peter Forbes interviewed for a position on the Fayston Natural Resource Committee.  Selectboard explained that it is in its development stages. Peter has had 10 years prior experience on such a board in New Hampshire and sees the Committee as one that would not necessarily hold meetings but one that would be given a project by the Selectboard or Planning Commission and run with it. Selectboard appreciates Peter’s interest.

Fred Gilbert popped in during this interview and asked the Selectboard if the Vermont Youth Conservation Corp. could have permission to camp on the Chase Brook Parcel for a period of time this summer while they help build the new bridge for the Mad River Path Association. The Selectboard agreed this would be fine.

5.
Ed made a motion to authorize Amanda Lafferty, Esq. to hire Pioneer Environmental Associates re: the Kolitch Subdivison matter. Robert seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
6.
Selectboard requested that Patti Lewis solicit proposals from at least three different law firms regarding legal services for the Town of Fayston.

The Selectboard adopted the following resolution:
