Jared made a motion to approve minutes of March 26, 2007.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved.

Selectboard (SB) met Gunner McCain, Sheila Ware and Michael Quenneville at the Otten property to review the location of two access permit applications that had been submitted.  Upon completion, Ed made a motion to approve the two access permits as submitted by Gunner McCain for the Otten Subdivison, Jared seconded, all in favor, motion approved. See attached.

Michael Quenneville informed the SB that the 1999 Mack plow truck was once again under repair with rear end problems.  He is not confident at all that it will make another winter.  The 2002 plow truck also has some repair problems. It was decided by the SB that Mike and/or Patti should look into state loan programs for the purchase of vehicles and get back to them with details.

SB reviewed and signed the annual financial plan for town highways.

7:00pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal matters with Brian Monaghan,  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion approved.


7:49pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion approved.


Jared made a motion that the Town of Fayston join with the Town of Waitsfield in its defense of the Waitsfield Fire Department in the matter of Northup vs. Munn, the Town of Waitsfield and the Town of Fayston. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion approved.

Carol Hosford gave the SB an update on legislative matters particularly the education committee discussions as she sits on that committee. See attached High Spending Thresholds. Two initiatives that they support are getting rid of caps and instituting threshold reduction levels. It appears that these will support a savings of 7-13 million over the next few years.  Carol Hosford describes this as a moderate savings as it is not huge in the overall budget.  Special Education is being worked on as well in hope of a savings of 5 million by 2009 or 2010. Carol also discussed other funding mechanism that have been presented and gave examples of why none of them have worked.
Carol was asked to come back in 6-8 weeks for further discussion with the Selectboard as time was limited at this meeting but the SB has additional questions for her.
8.
SB decided they would not sign the Kolitch Stipulation of Dismissal until hearing back from Tim Eustace re: the porportionment of the site improvements required in said stipulation.

SB signed Liquor License Applications for: Snuggery, Inc., Glenhouse, Millbrook Inn & Restaurant, and Mad River Barn, Inc.
