Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, April 13, 2009

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of March 23, 2009.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Raymond Munn – Constable Pay Rate
Raymond was unable to make the meeting.  Patti Lewis noted he had suggested that Moretown has voted a $10.46 per hour rate (based on the pay of election workers).  Selectboard (SB) had agreed to pay mileage reimbursement and for approved training but had not discussed an hourly wage. Discussion tabled to a future date when Raymond will be able to attend a meeting.
3.
Jared made a motion to ratify the signing of the MEG grant by Ed Read on 4/1/09. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4.
SB signed the Annual Financial Plan.  
5.
Robert Lockett (Bob)

· SB signed his form for the State noting re-appointment as Fire Warden.

· Bob asked if the road crew could cold patch the end/entry of the school parking lot and Stuart replied he would. 
· Bob informed the SB that a new accountant for the school had found a capital reserve fund that the School Board had previously thought they spent.  This is good news. They are trying to figure out how this happened. No dollar amount was forthcoming but he noted that it was not enough money to affect the tax rate.
6.
SB discussed and decided that the time, date, place of the re-vote on Article 19, as requested by a properly submitted and verified petition of the voters is to be on May 20, 2009 at 7PM at the Fayston Municipal Offices.  
7.
Culverts – two issues have come up, one on German Flats and one on Harris Hill.  

The one on German Flats Road is a turn-a-round spot for the Fayston plow trucks.  It appears that the property owners own plow service may have sheered off the top of the culvert. It appears that the town trucks caused no damage.  However, as this property owner has for many years allowed the town trucks to turn there it was suggested that perhaps if the property owner wanted to purchase the culvert the road crew could install it.  Selectboard did not come to a decision at this meeting.  Stuart and Ed to look at the area on 4/14/09.
The  one on Harris Hill Road, owned by Maddy and Gary Hebert is not a turn-a-round for the Town plow trucks although one truck did back up in that area up to but not on the culvert according to Stuart.  Stuart also noted the yearly problem with the culvert in that area.  Selectboard did not come to a decision at this meeting.  Stuart and Ed to look at the area on 4/14/09.

There was also discussion about possible alternate turn around spots on German Flats Road.
Stuart noted he expected to catch up on grading by tomorrow.
Stuart informed the SB that it would cost $420 in vinyl to do the addition on the garage.  SB agreed to this purchase.

SB asked Stuart to make sure he asked for three bids for crushing this year.
Stuart noted the difference in cost between Unifirst whom we currently get the uniforms from vs. Foley.  Almost a 50% difference.  All agreed switching companies was the way to go.

8.
SB discussed the energy grant and agreed that if the grant comes through that the SB will have a meeting with all involved, including the contractors, to form a plan as to how the work will be done and who will supervise the same.  Jared then made a motion to authorize Robert Vasseur to sign the grant application.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  As a note: the grant application previously signed was redone due to an extension of the submission date of 4/1/09 to 5/1/09 and required re-writing on updated forms.
9.
SB authorized Gini Vasseur to sign the Mad River Glen Co-op Inc. Outside Consumption Permit for June 6 and June 7, 2009.

10.
SB signed liquor licenses for Snuggery, Inc. and Bongiorno’s.
11.
SB signed excess weight permits for R.P. Frost, Inc., Birdseye Sitework, Cox Trucking In., Green Mountain Heritage, Inc. and Cardinal Logistics.

12.
SB discussed Sheila Getzinger’s email dated 4/13/09 regarding the Kuegel subdivision. It is the intent of the SB to waive application/hearing fees in this matter as long as the applicant pays for the warning(s) or hearings in the Valley Reporter. However, as this was not a properly warned article, no formal action may be taken until the next SB meeting on 4/27/09.

13.
Patti Lewis (PL) discussed with the SB a company called Official Payments, which would allow citizens to pay property taxes with credit or debit cards.  There is no cost to the Town, as the users would pay the 3% convenience fee.  PL would like to set up a separate account at NSB in order to reduce the exposure/risk of giving out routing information on the main account, which sometimes holds a large amount of money.  Ed suggested we have David Olenick look at the Official Payments contract prior to signing.   All agreed this might work out well and help reduce delinquencies.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for March 30, 2009, April 7, 2009 and April 13, 2009.
