Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Tuesday, August 11, 2009

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M.

1.
Jeff Siner, while not on the agenda, asked to speak to the Selectboard (SB).  He said that all the work on the Raymond property was complete per the agreement drawn up through Wilcox and Barton.  He said that Wilcox and Barton have signed off on it. Rock check dams done two or three times, plantings are in, everything stabilized.  He stated they do not need a variance as they meet the set backs and had redesigned the septic as well. Jeff had expected Patti GS to be at this meeting and had hoped she had visited the property on Monday to confirm the above. He asked the Town to sign off on the project as currently it is not marketable but they do have a buyer waiting. SB noted that this Board was not the one to sign off on it; they would wait for the report from Patti GS, and if all is as he said it would be finished

Jared made a motion to approve minutes of July 27, 2009.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

3.
Bernie Dunbar addressed the SB with a question about the road by his mom’s property off Dunbar Hill Road, fka Stage Road, Fisher Hill or Davis Hill. He asks that if the Town still had that right of way that they not discontinue it in 2015 when the ancient roads legislation goes into effect.  However, with some limited research it appears that it is now a “former” town road and disappeared from town road maps between 1924 (last reference to it on town maps) and 1939.  It does appear that there is easement language in some deeds in that area. The only way for Bernie to be sure there are permanent rights of way is to have a full title search done by his attorney.

Item #3 on the agenda was passed over – no one present.
5.
Jared made a motion to sell the 1999 Mack Dump Truck to Phil Dimario for $1,500.00.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6.
SB signed excess weight permits for Inergy Propane LLC, dba F.G. White and Bean’s Mobile Homes, Inc.
7.
SB signed Application for Access Permit for Existing Curb Cut for Joseph & Joyce Albarelli.
8.
SB signed the Marshall & Swift Cost Table agreement.

9.
Ken Amann, Tom Roach, Bob & Diane McNeish, Rene & Carol Goedecke and Pat Livingston addressed the SB with concerns about dirt bikes on or near the Phen Road area. Two concerns of the residents were someone getting hurt and the noise. Pat Livingston presented a letter from his tenants, see attached. 
Residents asked for a noise ordinance in Fayston.  SB was not agreeable to this because enforcement of such an ordinance is impossible.  

It appeared there were two different dirt bike problems. 

One was the Paul McNeish and his son who ride and practice to race dirt bikes.  After discussion, the neighbors and McNeishs agreed that the McNeishs would continue to ride bikes but asked that if it bothers the neighbors they simply pick up the phone and let them know.  The McNeishs will no longer ride on the Town Roads.

Two is Jim Darrow.  He has been riding his large dirt bike and ATV up and down the Town roads as well as on a dirt track behind his house.  He rents from Paula Livingston. This has been an ongoing problem for years according to Pat Livingston with the noise excessive. SB agreed to contact Mr. Darrow and tell him to stay off the Town roads.  In the meantime, Paula Livingston’s neighbors will try to speak to her again and persuade her, as property owner, to stop Mr. Darrow from riding on the dirt track or at least be considerate of his neighbors when doing so.  I.E. no late, early or all day hours.
10.
Tom Clark came to the SB to represent Richard Ruback and Mr. Ruback’s request that the Town discontinue part of Harris Hill Road, essentially his driveway. Mr. Ruback had also sent an email that Tom shared, see attached.  After discussion, all agreed that the public hearing notice would go into the Valley Reporter for this Thursday the 13th.  The Town and Mr. Ruback would split the cost of said notice. This would meet the ten-day hearing notice requirements with the hearing scheduled for 8/24/09.  See attached. If no member of the public objects, it is conceivable that construction could resume on 8/25/09.

SB discussed adoption of Town Bridge and Road Standards.  When adopted this would allow any State grant monies for highways/bridges at a 90/10 split vs. the current 80/20.  The culvert inventory is complete.  Bridge and road inventory work is necessary.  Patti Lewis will continue to work on this and keep the SB informed.

Stuart Hallstrom (SH) discussed the AOT report on Number Nine Hill.  See attached.  After discussion, it Robert Vasseur agreed to contact Tom Folger and Jared Cadwell will contact Jim Donkersloot regarding possible use of a portion of their lands to move the road further into the bank.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants from August 3, 2009 and August 10, 2009.

The next Selectboard meeting will be August 24, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fayston Municipal Building. Site visit to Richard Ruback’s property to begin at 6:00 p.m.
