Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of July 23, 2007.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Steve Gladczuk and Linda Lloyd came to the Selectboard (SB) to request that the SB write a letter of support stating that they wish to have the Fayston portion of Route 17 designated as a Scenic Byway. SB was told that the designation does not restrict the Town in any way but would open them up to being able to obtain grants for such things as signage, acquiring scenic easements if possible and support for things such as Mad River Path Association projects.  After discussion, Jared moved that he Fayston portion of Route 17 be designated a Scenic Byway, Ed seconded, all in favor, motion carried.  Patti L. will draft letter, SB will review and sign and it will be sent attention Linda Lloyd.

3.
6:41pm, Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a proposed Kolitch subdivision agreement. Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.


6:55pm, Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

Jared made a motion to approve the Kolitch Motion For Stay and Agreement as presented by Amanda Lafferty.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4.
SB discussed the mediation survey for the Crean subdivision matter.  Jared will take home, fill out and mail in.
5.
SB gave permission for Virginia Vasseur to sign the catering permit for the Snuggery for an event on 8/18/7.


Ed made a motion to allow Virginia Vasseur to sign these catering permits at her discretion should timing of the request warrant it. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6.
SB reviewed a bid from Steve Vasseur and Darrell Mays regarding the painting of the municipal building roof.  SB (Robert Vasseur recused himself from discussion) will go back to Steve Vasseur to request a more detailed bid.

7.
SB discussed the situation of machine gun fire brought to their attention by Mitchell Kontoff (MK) in the area of Carey and Strong Road. MK reported excess gunfire at early and late hours, dangerously close to pedestrians, and coming from Chad Borofsky’s property.  It turns out the firearms do not belong to Chad but he did know the owner.  Ed also spoke to the owner of the firearms, informed them there had been a disturbance complaint and asked that they be more considerate. Patti L. will call MK to let him know that the disturbance was reported.
8.
SB discussed the situation brought to their attention by Frank Volpe which is that his close neighbor rents his house out on a weekly basis and that it has totally disturbed his peace.  Last winter it had been the noise from parties in the hot tub late into the night and this summer it has been tenants allowing their dogs to run free which has disturbed his chained dog so much that there has had to be surgeries on both of its legs when it has strained to get to these wondering dogs in his yard. Plus the mess of dog droppings on his property he has to clean up.  Mike Quenneville had spoken with Frank and agreed to get the owner to put up the dog ordinance/leash law in the rental property.  Patti Greene-Swift had looked into the rental matter but found the Town has no authority over rental situations in private homes.

Jared made a motion that the DRB will become an interim five (5) member board effective August 14, 2007 through October 1, 2007 due to the resignation of two board members to allow for recruitment of their replacements. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 
10.
SB designated Jared Cadwell as the voting delegate at the VLCT Annual Business Meeting to be held on 10/11/07.

Selectboard read mail and signed orders dated July 30, 2007, August 6, 2007 and August 13, 2007.
