Robert Vasseur, Tom Clark, Richard Ruback and Stuart Hallstom met at the top of the Harris Hill Road from 6 – 6:15pm.  Discussed;  direction of  Harris Hill Road, possible snow plowing issues should the Town discontinue a portion of the road which Mr. Ruback uses as his driveway, and the potential development by Mrs. Volz of property further up from Harris Hill (represented by Richard Rivers).

Selectboard (SB) continued discussion of the request from Richard Ruback (RR) for the Town to discontinue a portion at the top of Harris Hill Road.  This would allow him to continue construction of a garage project begun earlier in the year. The Fayston Zoning Administrator had ordered the project halted when she discovered that he was building within required setback distances.  


SB and RR agreed that the Town would give up one hundred (100) feet from the end of Harris Hill Road (RR driveway) back toward the main part of the road.  Keeping the additional forty- feet (40) to the main part of the road as a turn around for the plow trucks.  In addition, and in response to Richard River’s concern on behalf of Mrs. Volz, when and if she develops a private road to her lots up above the end of Harris Hill Road (and receives appropriate State and local permits), then RR will allow the Town to clear a section of trees at the corner of his property adjacent to Harris Hill Road that will allow for a place to dump snow in place of the current practice of using the potential private road area.   


Robert Vasseur made a motion to discontinue one hundred (100) feet of Town Highway 24. Jared Cadwell seconds, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, August 24, 2009

Meeting called to order 6:45 p.m.

1.
Marguerite Thompson (Marguerite), Barbara Tiffany, and Dan Torsell addressed the SB regarding a musical festival they hope to host at Mount Ellen Base area on August 28 and 29th, 2010.  See attached.

Marguerite explained that they were looking for preliminary approval from the SB in order to apply for necessary State permits.  SB was supportive and told her they would have no objection from this board.  Marguerite will send the SB a list of potential performers.  Also discussed were any road construction projects that Fayston may have going on next summer.  SB will try to schedule these around the dates of the festival.

2.
Walter Brink (WB) came to the SB per their request to discuss the claim by Matt Howes (MH) that WB’s dog had killed his chickens in the spring. WB reviewed the evidence presented to the SB by MH at the July 27, 2009 SB meeting.  WB firmly stands by his assertion that it was not his dog, Frankie. He stated that the chickens had to be killed way before the claim of MH as rigor mortis had sent in and that his dog was with the neighbor’s child when the event must have happened. He also stated that a dog kill would have been much more destructive then evidenced in the coop, that someone raising chickens should build them a proper pen, and that it was most likely the work of wild animals such as weasels or foxes.  He also believes the feather in the dog collar picture staged.  

Jared Cadwell made the comment that is was, from an outsider’s point of view, disturbing to see neighbors at such odds over $75.00.  He asked WB that if he felt a shred of doubt, could he pay MH and be done with it.  WB insisted that Frankie did not do the damage and therefore he did not feel it necessary to pay.


SB noted his opinion but explained that the Town of Fayston, by statute, must pay for the birds and asked him again to consider the request. 

3.
SB signed access permit for Timothy Flynn on Randell Road.  This permit replaces 2009-194 acquired by Carol Chamberlin on 6/8/09 and is corrective in nature. It corrects incorrect distances from the North Fayston Road on the original permit application.
4.
SB signed access permit for Sarah Dwyer on Dunbar Hill Road.

5.
Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of August 11, 2009. Robert seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.
6.
Stuart Hallstrom (SH) asked the SB if they had heard a request for guardrails on the Fayston Farm Road.   They had.  No decisions made although SH said he had some guardrails at the garage but would have to purchase the end pieces.  It also may be difficult to pound them in, as that area is mostly ledge.   

7.
SH informed the SB that he is clearing in the gravel pit and expects it to be ready for the crusher soon.  He did note the Town may have to rent an excavator or contract out some work for the stumping as it is too steep for the Town equipment.  No decisions made.

8.
Selectboard read mail and signed warrants from August 17, 2009 and August 24, 2009.
9.
Jared noted that conversation about employee health care benefits will begin soon and that SH would need to be part of these discussions.  SH noted the request from Ben Andrews that his girlfriend be added to his health insurance policy as domestic partner in 2010.
