Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Tuesday, August 9, 2011
Board Present:

John Reynolds dropped off a revised bid for paving prior to the beginning of the meeting.  

Meeting called to order 6:03 p.m.
1.
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of July 26, 2011.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
Gussie Graves asked that the Selectboard (SB) allow the Listers to make an adjustment on the cost card for Peter Fortier.  Mr. Fortier had noticed this year that last year after re-appraisal he was being taxed a non-resident rate for an apartment but claimed he did not rent it. Gussie noted that if one is not using an apartment for rental purposes then it should be residential. The Listers can make these changes before the end of the year for the current tax year.  She noted Mr. Fortier might be coming before the Board of Abatement in the future to discuss the same issue for the prior year.

Ed made a motion to support the Listers making this change.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 
3.
Debra Slinn did not show.

4.
SB reviewed paving bids from Whitcomb ($396,390.50) and S.T. Paving ($370,500.70).  See attached.  SB asked Gorman and Green Mountain Paving but both declined to bid. 
SB noted that S.T. Paving has the lower bid, knows the roads better and has a good solution for Number Nine Hill.  

S.T. Paving bid of $370,500.70 minus German Flats Road and Mt. Ellen Road (postponed until 2012) brings the cost to $179,318.60.  Add in the cost for reclaiming of Number Nine Hill ($53,275.00) brings the total cost for paving to $232,593.60.  The State has awarded Fayston a paving grant in the amount of $100,096.00.  
Jared made a motion to approve the S.T. Paving bid with the exception of German Flats and Mount Ellen Road including the reclaiming of Number Nine Hill.   Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5.
Patti Lewis (PL) asked the SB to postpone creating a policy regarding assessment of penalties for Homestead Late Filers to the following meeting in order to gather more information.
6.
SB discussed the need to fix the municipal building chimney.  One bid from Burrell Roofing Co., Inc. came in.  However, this includes more work to the roof than the SB wants to do and is looking for a fix to the chimney only.  SB will seek a second bid.
7.
SB and Stuart reviewed the progress of the Randell Road Bridge Project and the German Flats Culvert Project. 

8.
SB read and accepted with hesitation Michael Quenneville’s resignation as Animal Control Officer.   SB will ask Raymond Munn, First Constable, to fill the position temporarily. Compensation is $2000.00/year.
9.
SB discussed the ZA question regarding building permit fees she collects prior to a DRB review.  SB asks that Carol Chamberlin attend the next SB meeting to explain the question more clearly.
Other Business:

Patti told the SB that upon speaking with Alec Portalupi earlier in the day that it was discovered that FEMA has not included the May 20, 2011 rain event in Washington County as an emergency.  The Vermont Town Highway Emergency Fund may be able to help if the SB wishes to apply.  SB decided not to give up on FEMA yet, that we should contact Waitsfield to see what they were doing and keep moving forward in that direction for the time being.
Jared asked that Stuart replace the missing road signs as soon as possible.  There began a discussion about staying with the wooden signs or moving towards the State recommended green signs that the SB had previously voted to do.   Ed made a motion to replace the missing signs with the same wooden type.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
10.
SB read mail and signed orders of August 1, 2011 and August 8, 2011.
