Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.

1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of November 26, 2007.  Bob seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
The Fayston Natural Resource Committee (FNRC), Jane Lazorchak, Mary O’Leary, Peter Forbes and Patti Greene-Swift, addressed the Selectboard (SB) with their findings to date as to what trails and roads they feel need further research in the ancient roads project goals.  FNRC, SB and Michael Quenneville discussed each of the sixteen areas of consideration (see attached FNRC Meeting Minutes of 12/3/07).  SB and FNRC decided the next step is to hold a public hearing to get input from others.  The date will be in or around the first week of February with the FNRC calling and personally inviting adjacent home owners of these trails/roads while the SB will notice the public hearing.  The FNRC did mention the potential desire to downgrade Class 4 roads to trail status but again, this will have to be discussed with the public through proper proceedings and is not at issue with the ancient roads project at this time.

3.
Central Vermont Home Health & Hospice (CVHHH), Sandy Rouse, Connie Colman and Chuck Martel, presented to the Selectboard statistics for use of the agency from Fayston residents, the under reimbursed cost through Medicaid and Medicare and the fact they provide service to anyone regardless of ability to pay. For these reason they are asking the donation from Fayston to go from $500.00 per year to $1,000.00.  See attached documents.  SB will make this decision during the budget meetings.

It was noted that our audit expense is going to go up considerably starting this year due to stricter industry standards as explained by our current auditors Fothergill & Segale.  One option is to have a full audit every three years with an overview done each year by Fotehrgill & Segale but one which would not generate the full audit report.  Patti Lewis believes that good reports can be generated from Quickbooks and with the oversight currently in place that this might be a good option.  Deb Jones will be attending the 12/17/07 SB meeting to discuss further.
5.
Jean Towns came to the SB regarding the Slide Brook proposed trail.  SB had decided that they will create the trail themselves. Jean’s concern was that if she allowed her contractor to start plowing Slide Brook Road to allow access for construction trucks that Sugarbush and skiers would be upset with the condition of the road for skiing.  SB noted she had every right to plow and use the road and while they appreciate her concern felt it should not affect her decision to move forward with her project at this time. However, the SB does plan to create this trail in the near future and may take Jean up on her offer of volunteer help from herself or her contractor.

7:37pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the so-called Fayston Country Store Lot. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


7:57pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB signed Agreement & License for Temporary Right-of-Way & Landing for the Belknap/Milne property proposed logging operation with a landing on or near the Fayston gravel pit property. See attached.
