Meeting called to order 6:38 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of December 8, 2008.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Gussie Graves (GG) spoke with the Selectboard (SB) about the upcoming re-appraisal.  We have just received our new CLA from the State putting Fayston at 72.14%. GG has met with Tom Vickery who is willing and able to contract with Fayston to oversee the project as well as conduct the re-appraisal on Tucker Hill properties, the Lister’s personal residences and the ski areas. GG will begin work on the condominiums in January 2009. The re-appraisal will be complete in April 2010.  Ed suggested that Town Meeting would be a good time to explain the process of, and the need for, the re-appraisal.

GG also presented the SB with a draft of a petition asking  Fayston residents to vote to go to Australian ballot for the 2010 Fayston School Budget.  The petition needs to be submitted to the Fayston School Board to be included in their warning. 
4.
Jared made a motion to change the current VLCT HP 10/20 B insurance package to the LVCT OAP500B Plan.  This in essence lowers the premiums (although there is still an increase from the 2008 rates, see attached) and increases individual’s obligation to a $500.00 deductible.  Ed seconded the motion, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB reviewed a letter from Amanda Lafferty dated December 9, 2008 regarding the Crean Subdivision.  Jared will call Amanda to clarify the details and report back to the SB at its next regularly scheduled meeting.
6.
Jared initiated discussion about the possibility of the Towns (Fayston, Moretown, Warren and Waitsfield) holding Mad River Path Association (MRPA) Easements vs. MRPA itself. SB had concern about the Town liability insurance coverage as well as cost of drafting easement documents.  Patti L. will call VLCT to clarify insurance and SB will re-visited this issue in the future. 
7.
SB reviewed information submitted by Raymond Munn and made the decision to pay him $100 for his travel expenses to complaints, meetings and classes for 2008.  There will be a budget line item added this year in anticipation of future expenses of the Constables.
8.
SB signed highway mileage certificate for 2009.

9.
Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for December 15, 2008 and December 22, 2008.
