Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.
1.
Jared Cadwell (Jared) made the motion to approve the minutes from February 8, 2010.  Ed Read (Ed) seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
Town Meeting Preparation Notes:

· Robert will open the meeting with a moment of silence for Hugh MacIntrye, Albert Lavanway and Bill Watson.  He will read the first article to elect a moderator.

· Jared will review the Selectboard report.

· Ed will review the budget.

· Others to speak under officer’s reports may be the FNRC.

· Others to speak under the budget article may be someone from the Joslin Library Trustees although there has been no direct contact about this. David Jones, moderator, would ask the body if they would allow the Trustee to speak at that time.

· Others to speak under other business may be Peter Forbes (although no direct contact about this) regarding the renewable energy tax incentive the Town voted on at last year’s Town Meeting.

Stuart noted that he has an appointment with Tom Anderson tomorrow to meet at the culvert on the N. Fayston Road (near Viens) to stake it out.  Tom will then arrange for a hydraulic study.  The Town will then apply for grant monies to help fix the problem.

Jared asked if Stuart had taken possession of the chipper.  He answered yes but that he had not used it yet.  Ed suggested he start using it.

SB and Stuart discussed the culvert needs on German Flats Road.  If the $50,000.00 article passes on Town Meeting day, Stuart will develop a plan.  Stuart thinks there are about ten very bad culverts. Kingsbury quoted $6,000.00/culvert.  This seems high to him and he would plan on meeting with all contractors who wished to bid at the same time and see what numbers come in.
4.
SB signed excess weight permits for Bourne’s Inc. & Bourne’s Propane, Kingsbury Construction co., Inc., Barrett Trucking Co., In., Gillespie Fuels, Inc., Carroll Concrete and McCullough Crushing. 
5.
Ky Koitzsch, representing FNRC, came to the SB with an update regarding the barn project.  Ed and Ky will meet Sugarbush and decide how to manage the removal of Sugarbush equipment that is stored in the barn.  Dori Ross is looking into grants.  Yestermarrow wishes to structure a class to tear it down somewhere around July 19-22nd. SB agreed.  If no grant comes through to re-build, the construction part of the project will wait until funding becomes available while the barn materials will be stored at Ky’s facility.  Ky will oversee and be responsible for the whole project from an insurance standpoint.  All volunteers will need to sign a waiver for insurance liability prior to helping on the project. SB agreed that the project should continue to move forward.
Patti Greene-Swift while not present had sent a message that the building permit process would have to go before the DRB under conditional use because it is a public facility.  She anticipates two months time to get the permit.  She also asked if she could take the old barn door off the falling down back part of the building right now for her own use.  SB agreed.

6.
SB authorized submission of a paving grant and a structures grant for the Randell Road Bridge immediately.  A second structures grant application will be submitted once we have the facts on the N. Fayston Road culvert situation.

7.
SB reviewed the completed EECGB grant applications.  Thank you to David Frank for all his hard work on these.

8.
Selectboard read mail and signed orders of 2/15/2010 and 2/22/2010.
