Ed made a motion to approve minutes of February 12, 2007. Bob seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved.

Patti Green-Swift (Patti GS) went over the following items;

Permit Fees – Patti handed out a sheet containing suggested permit fee increases, see attached. After review Selectboard (SB) agreed with the changes which will become effective April 1, 2007.
Wastewater Permits – As of July 1, 2007 the State of Vermont will be taking over all permitting of wastewater systems. As such Patti GS wonders how the Town should handle tracking these permits, if they should be given a regular town permit number and the applicant charged a minimum administrative fee to cover this work. SB believes it is a good idea but asked that she check with the State to see what their recommendations are for tracking these permits at a local level.

Sign Regulations – Patti GS had obtained some signage regulations from the Vt. Law School and asked if the had any ordinance relating to signs visible from the inside of building to the exterior?  There is not but the SB does not believe there is need either. 

PC/DRB Boards – Patti GS asked that the SB determine what the work expectations are for the PC & DRB and would they be outlining those expectations for those members. Also, Patti GS noted that she believes it will work out for her to take minutes for the DRB but not the PC.  SB suggested that perhaps the PC Board may take its own minutes.  However, on the next SB agenda there will be discussion and decisions made as to functioning of the Boards. Patti GS asked that at some point the SB would meet with the DRB and lay out for the DRB members what is expected of them? The answer was yes and that Patti GS would be invited to attend that meeting as well. 
Employee Policy – Patti GS noted that she was paid for holidays if they fell on her normal day to work and she was okay with that.  She is hoping however, that the SB would approve one week of paid vacation per year as well as one week of paid sick leave. SB noted that currently the employee policy notes that part time employees are not eligible for paid vacation and therefore, the policy would have to be changed.  Ed and Robert will speak to Jared upon his return to discuss.

Polly McMurtry – lives on North Fayston road and is interested in the PC.  Due to work load she is willing to wait for a future opening if the SB feels it appropriate.
