1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of February 11, 2008.  Robert seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved.

Selectboard signed excess weight permits for; S.T. Griswold, A. Withers Trucking, Pike Industries Inc. and Bourne’s Inc. of Morrisville.

Selectboard signed liquor license for Millbrook Inn.

Selectboard reviewed the ad, job description and job application for road foreman.  The ad will be placed with VLCT, the Valley Reporter, and Stowe Reporter.

Patti Greene-Swift (Patti GS) addressed the Selectboard as follows:

Wildlife Overlay District for the Town of Fayston – Patti GS has met with Jens Hilke and Jamie Fidel who are currently gathering information which they will present to Patti GS on April 8, 2008.  This will show wildlife habitat use. They are pulling this information from several different sources but Ed asked that they please document exactly where the information comes from. Patti GS will then present the information to the Selectboard for review. What this overlay could do is allow the Town to better regulate building in or around wildlife habitat.  The zoning regulations would have to be changed in order to make use of this information. It could help avoid any perceived spot zoning issues.

Town Plan Update – she believes that it is on its final stages and should go to public hearing soon.  Selectboard requested that the draft come to them before going public. Selectboard will also need to see the changes that were made in the form of highlight/strikeout or in summary form.  Patti GS provided the outline for adopting a new Town Plan.  See attached.

Chase Brook Parcel – Patti GS asked permission to conduct wetland delineation work on this parcel.  The benefit would be that she would then be qualified to get on the State wetland delineation list.  The parcel itself would show one added wetland piece in addition to the two that are already mapped.  After discussion about number of hours it would take, whether this would be on Town time or volunteer, and the fact it was not a critical project for the Town, the Selectboard agreed she could do the work. Patti GS believes it will take no more than 2 weeks in the spring probably May 1st to May 14th and that it would not come before her zoning administrator duties and that much of the time would be on a volunteer basis.

Selectboard reviewed the email from Darlene McCormick regarding an auxiliary fire department in Fayston. See attached.  Selectboard does not see this as fiscally or physically feasible at this time.
