Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of January 26, 2009.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Selectboard (SB) discussed the old Fayston Country Store lot that Daryl Mays has once again expressed an interest in to construct a commercial storage building to rent to others.  SB decided that Daryl should go to the DRB to see if this use was even conceivable in that location before making any further decisions.  Price of the lot has not yet been determined.  At 7:04 pm, Daryl did join the meeting.  Following discussion the SB advised that Daryl go to the DRB with his ideas.

3.
Kevin Wry officially and orally submitted his resignation from the PC.  The intent at the time of his appointed to the DRB was that he would leave the PC when the Town Plan re-write was complete.  Kevin cautions the SB for balance when they appoint a new member. 
4.
SB reviewed and approved the Town of Fayston Agreement of Compliance Action regarding the Raymond/Siner matter that Patti Greene-Swift has drafted.  See attached.
5.
SB reviewed the three truck bids obtained by Stuart.  They agreed that he should go with the Capitol City Bid at $27, 987.00 and that Stuart deal with the current pickup as a trade.

SB agreed that Ryan McDonald and Max Fuller could do their community service at the Town Garage.  They will need to provide proof of insurance before starting work.

7:30 pm – Robert brought the public hearing for the Capital Budget and Program to order.  
Ed made a motion to approve the $163,000.00 Capital Budget and Program 2009-2014. Jared seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

7:31 pm – Public Hearing closed.

8.
Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for January 29, 2009, February 2, 2009 and February 9, 2009. (Note: warrant of January 29th was necessary due to plow truck purchase that needed a check that day.)
9.
Adam Greshin gave the SB an update on what he sees happening in the legislation session thus far. There has been discussion on possible ways to fund road infrastructure. Towns thus far have received only 85% of their highway aid but may become the full 100% at some point. Vermont is 46th in the country for the worst bridge/culvert/road infrastructure system. The State is anticipating roughly a billion dollars will come from the federal government over the next couple of years which has “taken the pressure off” the legislators/committees to focus on all aspects of the budget. Catamount Health Care and Medicaid do need immediate attention in that these healthcare systems are not self-sufficient and need subsidizing. In addition, now that the federal stimulus package is expected, there will be no consideration of a cut to the VFarm program. This program covers the “donut hole” in the Medicare prescription drug program.   Adam further believes that some sort of changes will take place with the education tax system this session.  He asked the SB if they supported the State taking over collection/administration of the education taxes.  SB has mixed feelings about that.  Noted:  VLCT and the Municipal Clerk’s Association do support such a move. SB asked Adam if the idea of combining supervisory unions had legs.  He believes it does and that there are a number of education tax proposals coming forth

SB thanked Adam for coming and expressed their appreciation of his continued contact.  On the passing of each bill, Adam would like to speak with the SB. All agreed that would be great.
8:21 pm – Jared made a motion to adjourn, Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
