Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.

Jared made a motion to approve minutes of January 8, 2007. Bob seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
6:30pm - Public Hearing: Wording & Land Use Regulation Changes. See attached.  No one from the public was in attendance.  Jared made a motion to approve the changes as noted in the attached.  Bob seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
3.
Veterans Exemption – see attached. Selectboard agreed to include an article on the Town Meeting Warning to ask voters to if they shall approve the Veterans Exemption currently at a $10,000 deduction off assessed property values to go up to, but not exceed, $40,000.00.

6:45pm – Carol Thompson and Fred Gilbert on behalf of the MRPA came to discuss the parking lot across from the Fayston Elementary School. They would like to see the plans originally sketched in 2001, with a subsequent permit issued from the State of Vermont (5W0538-6) in September 2005, commence. See attached. Carol indicated that they do have grant monies that must be used on the planting of trees that would apply to this project. It was noted that the Fayston Elementary School has no interest in participating in the development of this parcel and have potential liability issues with children crossing that section of German Flats. Carol asked if the Selectboard would consent to an easement giving permission to work on and use the land.  After discussion it was determined that Alice Olenick is working on permanent easement language and that the Selectboard would be interested in seeing that document when drafted.
Question was asked if MRPA needs a permit from the State to build the bridge across the stream and answered by Carol that as long as there were no concrete pilings going in it would be considered a temporary structure and that no permit was needed. Fred will meet with Michael Quenneville in the spring to see if Mike, with Town equipment, will be able to help set the logs for the new bridge or if a larger piece of equipment will be needed.
5.
7:02pm – Public Hearing on Capital Budget & Program.  No one from the public was in attendance. Jared made a motion to approve the capital budget in the amount of $160,000.00 for 2007. Bob seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6.
7:15pm- Delbert Palmer, Waitsfield Fire Chief
Delbert Palmer went over the Waitsfield Fire Department (WFD) in detail.  See attached (w/notes).  Noted was the fact that the WFD will be in need of a tanker pumper in three to four years and a new roof within two to three years. A bid for the latter stands at $29,000.00 as of this date. Fayston’s 40% of the 2007 WFD budget will be $22,863.00.
Delbert noted that the WFD is down to 17 men and women (lost 5 from Fayston this past year).  

Delbert also wanted the Selectboard to approve its list of officers and members of the WFD. He read over the list but will send a clean list over to the office tomorrow. Jared made a motion to accept the officers and members as presented by Delbert (and to be confirmed by Valerie Capel 1/23/07). Bob seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Selectboard read mail and signed order from 1/9/07-1/22/07.

Selectboard agreed to have a budget work session on 1/25/07 at 8:30a.m. at the Municipal Offices.

8:10pm – Jared made a motion to adjourn meeting, Bob seconded, all in favor, meeting adjourned.
