Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, January 12, 2009

Meeting called to order 5:30 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of December 22, 2008 and January 6, 2009.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Selectboard (SB) signed orders of January 5, 2009 and January 12, 2009.  Jared also signed order of December 29, 2008 previously signed by Ed and Robert to accommodate end of the year accounting.

3.
SB noted that the Randall Road (TH#10) Bridge #19 would continue to be posted with a 16,000-pound weight limit.
4.
Jared asked if Patti Greene-Swift’s (PGS) request for a GIS Class was in conjunction with the Fayston Natural Resource Committee (FNRC).  PGS answered yes, and might be used for culvert or bridge mapping in the future.  Selectboard approved this class.
5.
PGS updated SB on the Paul Raymond/Jeff Siner situation.  She believes:

#1 – The wastewater permit from the State was not issued properly as it was under Jeff Siner’s name not the owner.


#2 – Wastewater systems must be designed so that they do not go within 50 feet of a stream.  This one is within 25 feet.


PGS has met with Jeff Siner, Bill Wilcox, and Roger Thompson, a State Engineer, at the site.

The deadline for compliance with the violation notice was January 9, 2009. Compliance has not been met in that Jeff Siner needed to contract with an engineer to remove the rock check damns and develop a plan to re-plant the lot in the spring.
Roger Thompson is re-evaluating the permit that was issued by the State of Vermont and PGS should hear back from him by the end of the week.

PGS explained that if the State does not revoke the wastewater permit, the Town has standing and may begin a revocation process to do so.
6.
Gussie Graves (GG) and Howard Winn (HW) discussed a petition being circulated asking that the Fayston School Budget be voted by Australian ballot in 2010 and beyond.  They believe that there are almost have enough signatures to take the petition to the School Board for inclusion on their School Warning for Town Meeting Day 2009. 
7.
Adam Greshin gave the SB an update on what has been happening in Legislature since opening three days ago.  This included the induction process, (Adam is seat #31) how the committees work, some of the players and what committees they are on (Adam was assigned to the Health Care Committee), and his impressions thus far regarding proposed bills, the process of introducing a bill, assigning a bill and review of the same, how to raise revenue, and how to cut expenses. He stated that 45 million should still be removed from the budget, which could include reducing some popular programs such as Catamount Health. There was much discussion on these topics and Adam will keep the SB updated as things progress.
8.
Jean Joslin, Joslin Memorial Library, addressed the SB requesting an increased donation of $10,500.00 for 2009.  After discussion it was agreed that Jean would take this back to the Library Board and re-calculate the Fayston contribution to accurately reflect a 79-21% split between Waitsfield and Fayston.
7:15 pm – Jared made a motion to adjourn, Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
