Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.
1.
Robert Vasseur (Robert) made a motion to approve minutes dated January 9, 2012. Jared Cadwell (Jared) seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
David Jones (David) and SB reviewed the Town Meeting Warning making no changes to the draft.   

3.
Jared made a motion to ratify signing of the liquor license for Weather Top Mountain Inn.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4.
Robert made a motion to fund the Washington County Family Center’s donation request of $100.00, thereby reversing an earlier decision.   Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5.
Patti Lewis (Patti) informed the SB that Forthergill had conducted the audit and final numbers should come back from them, hopefully by the end of the week. 

6.
SB discussed the tax sale process.  Jared made a motion to go to tax sale for all property owners who do not have a contract or who have not adhered to a contract.  Upon further discussion, it was decided to check State Statute on the protocol of tax sale and readdress this at the February 13, 2012 SB meeting.  
7.
Jared made a motion to approve signing of the Flood Hazard Regulation Adoption Certificate. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
8.
6:30 pm Jared made a motion to enter into executive session to discuss the Chapin, Regan, Spector legal matter. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


6:35 pm Jared made a motion to close executive session.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


Action Taken:  SB signed VLCT PACIF coverage letter dated January 17, 2012 re: Michael Regan v. Spector and Town of Fayston.
9.
David Koepele, PC Chair, (David K) arrived and did explain that the Flood Hazard Regulation Adoption Certificate was necessary so residents would qualify for flood insurance if needed. He noted that the flood zoning regulations had not changed much except for remodeling or changing the footprint of a structure in the flood zone.  Flood zone for Fayston is mainly along the Mill Brook.

David K asked the SB about the PC budget line item and if the SB would consider the fact that, the PC intends to conduct a survey of Town Residents this year and the possible cost of doing so.  Jared explained that the budget had already been created and approved and would not be changed at this time.  However, Jared felt that between this year and next that the funds would be there to begin the survey now and finish in 2013.  PC is encouraged to meet with the SB every year in Dec/January should they wish to discuss their budget.
SB asked if PC is satisfied with the number of people currently serving on that Board (5).  David K said that they have a good core group of people and they are functioning okay at this point.

10.
Teresa Langston, Darlene McCormick, Joan Ray, Marge Keough, Galen Brown, and Jerry Procaccini (Group) presented the SB with a petition to place an article regarding corporations on the Town Meeting Warning. The Article reads “Shall the Town vote to urge the Vermont Congressional Delegation and the U.S. Congress to propose a U.S. Constitutional amendment for the States’ consideration which provides that money is not speech, and that corporations are not persons under the U.S. Constitution, that the General Assembly of the State of Vermont pass a similar resolution, and that the town send its resolution to Vermont State and Federal representatives within thirty days of passage of this measure”. The Asst. Town Clerk had verified that there were 55 valid signatures on that petition. 


There was discussion on how relevant this article may be to Town business.  The Group talked about this grass roots effort to try to get all Vermont Towns to stand together and that the floor Town Meeting that Fayston has is one of the last and best places to have a voice.  

Jared suggested that they have very pointed antidotes of how corporation vs. people affects townspeople on Town Meeting Day.


Jared agreed to place the article on the Town Meeting Warning.  Robert agreed to place the article on the Town Meeting Warning with some concern as to the relevance.

SB read mail and signed order of 1/10/12 – 1/ 23/12.
