Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, January 26, 2009

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of January 12, 2009 and January 16, 2009.  Bob seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Patti Greene-Swift (PGS) handed out a “New Option for Raymond & Siner Permit Violation”, see attached.


Bill Wilcox noted the following steps he feels are necessary for compliance:

1. Siner/Raymond must provide the Town with a plot Plan that shows where the stream is, stream channels and buffer zones.

2. Siner/Raymond need to show how the property was cleared, what equipment was used and where the brush and shrubs were taken.

3. Siner/Raymond must develop a Remediation Restoration Plan, with deadlines and milestones to meet.

4. Siner/Raymond must put together a Storm Water Erosion Control Plan, with deadlines and milestones to meet.

5. Above Plans to be recorded in the Fayston the land records.

6. Qualified consultants, approved by the Town, would prepare the plans.

7. Any building permit application will have to show 50-foot setbacks from the streams. There will also be a stream crossing, if it is a stream (State determines), which will require a culvert. Bill asks that the ZA be allowed to determine the size of the culvert rather than go before the DRB. 

PGS noted that she won’t consider the Wastewater issue when giving building permits as the State of Vermont handles this exclusively.   

3.
PGS discussed a possible $12,000 grant from the Environmental Conservation Commission to assist with energy improvements to the Fayston Municipal Offices.  Deadlines for submission are February 2, and April 1, 2009.  Selectboard supported her writing and taking the lead on this grant opportunity.

4.
Selectboard (SB) reviewed Town Meeting Warning.


a.
Robert made a motion to approve Article 18 as written.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


b.
Robert made a motion to approve Article 19 with the deletion of amount of hours $8,000.00 may cover.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


c.
Jared made a motion to approve Article 20, editing out the actual statute language. Discussion of the Statute will take place at Town Meeting.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


d.
Jared made a motion to approve the entire 2009 Town Meeting Warning as edited above.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5.
Daryl Mays asked the Selectboard if they would support the zoning of the Fayston Country Store lot as commercial.  He would like to build a storage/maintenance building and rent it out.  SB will put him on the February 9th agenda to discuss if they wish to sell the property at this time, for how much and if they would support a change in zoning.

6.
SB reviewed the audit.  Jared questioned language on Page 12, Note 2, Custodial Credit Risk – Deposits.  Patti Lewis will have the conversation with Don Murray to clear this up.

7.
SB reviewed two pick up truck bids.  They would like to get more bids and find out what dealership has the State contract before making any decision.

8.
Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for January 20, January 25 and January 26, 2009. (Note: warrant of January 25th was necessary due to PL error in QB as to date of printing of checks. Actually printed 26th.)
