Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of May 29, 2007.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
6:35pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a personnel issue, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

6:47pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3.
Bob Lockett from the Fayston School Board

Bob Lockett presented a plan he was proposing for a sidewalk to be installed on the Fayston Elementary School (FES) side of German Flats to cross to the newly created parking lot on the so called Van Loon Parcel (now Town owned) to allow safer access for the children to cross to the so called Chase Brook Parcel (now Town owned) for educational purposes as well as better access for overflow parking for events such as Town Meeting or FES events. He proposes removing some of the bank, putting in boulders as a retaining wall and paving (paving could be in conjunction with when the FES parking lot gets repaved in a couple of years).  He will meet with Michael Quenneville Wednesday, June 13, 2007 at 5 A.M. for further discussion. He did note that FES has absolutely no funds to put into this project and would like the Town foot the bill/labor. Questions were also raised as to if the State of Vermont would have any objections/concerns with a cross walk being painted on German Flats Road and if there would be need for fencing. Both were unanswerable at this time and no decisions were made.

Bob Lockett then informed the Selectboard of what he feels could be serious future problems with the FES oil furnace and storage tank.  He would like to see the whole system switched to propane which would eliminate any fuel from being under or in the school building itself, eliminate any potential leak/environmental problems and in the long run be cost effective. Recently there had been need to clean up 5 gallons of fuel that had leaked into the septic system for an amount of $6,500.00.  The proposed switch would cost about $20,000.00. Some numbers are; $8,900 to $9,600.00 to retrofit the furnace. $2,500.00 for a fuel tank (compared to $3250 as FG White would give a discount of $750.00), and $3,500.00 to $4,000.00 to remove the old fuel tank (if any leaks were discovered upon removal FES could need to pay $250.00 while the State would pick up additional clean up costs). There was discussion about removing the existing tank or filling it with sand. Bob Lockett’s understanding on that is that if the tank interferes with the structure of the building it could be filled and capped but if not it would need to be removed. Bottom line, Bob Lockett asks the Town for $20,000.00 to remedy what he feels is potential problems and costs in the future.  No decisions were made.
4.
Selectboard reviewed the municipal building policy and rental contract.  With minor typographical changes and fees set at $20.00 per class, $100.00 for residents events, $150.00 for none residential events , and $100.00 security deposit, Jared made a motion to accept the new Municipal Rental Policy and Application for Use of the Fayston Municipal Building. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

5.
Jared made a motion to approve the Vasseur Brothers to perform roadside mowing, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
6.
Jared made a motion to set the Municipal Tax Rate at .22 ½, based on the Total Grand List of $2,818,728.97. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. This could raise $634,214.02 in municipal taxes. 
7.
Selectboard read mail and signed orders dated June 4, 2007 and June 11, 2007.
