Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, June 22, 2009

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M.

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of June 8, 2009.  Robert seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Gussie Graves (GG) addressed the Selectboard (SB) with a question regarding 911. Apparently, the 911 folks would like a distinction of Sugar Run Road, which is a Class 4 road that goes by Sugar Run Condominiums and comes out at Marble Hill.  See attached.  Sugar Run Condominiums has its number and designating this road as Sugar Run Road would fit in with the scheme of the 911 numbering system.  Selectboard agreed this was an appropriate course of action.

GG also mentioned that she had a call from Sue Chapin who asked for a re-assessment of her property due to water damage she may have incurred from a neighboring property. GG explained that the time period for appeal of ones assessment has passed for 2009.  Ms. Chapin was not satisfied with this answer and GG tried to explain that if she really felt this was a devaluation problem that she may speak to the Board of Civil Authority about abatement. GG will check with an attorney as well.

Jared asked GG if there was an update on the Town wide re-appraisal.  She is still waiting for the State to download correct cost codes to her computer.  It has been over two weeks now where they cannot seem to make it work correctly.  In the meantime, she has seen about ½ of neighborhood 8 and 1/2 the condominiums.

Adam Greshin spoke with the SB about the end of the year legislative session, how things played out, his role in the procedures, the bleak financial outlook for the State of Vermont for 2010/2011 and committees he hopes assignment to in July.  He will speak to the Selectboard again in September.  Mad River Valley Television taped this for a complete viewing. 
6.
Stuart Hallstom (SH)

SH noted the continued erosion problem on #9 Hill.  He believes there is a crushed culvert in the middle of the road.  He wants to make two cuts in that road and move the culvert up 20-30 feet.  Doug Newton was contacted and when SH calls him back will set up a meeting to come and look at that area again as they had previously. 

SH noted that they began digging up Bragg Hill between Stage Coach and Phen Road on this day. He ramps it so that the road is open at night. 

SH and SB discussed revision of the Fayston Parking Ordinance to include summer months as there has been a problem on Center Fayston Road where three cars are sometimes parked.  Citizens have been complaining as well as the road crew having to grade around them.  SB will send a letter to this property owner to see if that would fix the problem.
SH noted he had an offer of $1500.00 for the old dump truck.  SB decided they would advertise the truck for sale (after removing the good back tires) prior to making a decision on this one offer.
SH informed the SB that he was going to have Dick Kingsbury and Fred Viens haul the road material away from the job on Bragg Hill. When asked why not deliver it to citizens he replied there was no one on that side of Town that wanted any.

Jared made a motion to sign the Memorandum of Agreement between Moretown and Fayston regarding the Scenic Byway sign that will be located at the top of Route 17.   Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8.
Ed made a motion to contract with the Vasseur Brothers for roadside mowing. Jared seconded. Robert indicated the price would the same as last year. No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

9.
Evan Detrick from Dubois & King came to the meeting to see if there were any further questions the SB might have for him before making their engineering firm choice.  Jared asked if he had any sense if either bridge was repairable. He believes the Randall Road Bridge would be repairable while the North Fayston Road Bridge was probably a replace. Evan restated a few things that were in his proposal.  SB thanked him and he left.

7:55 p.m. Ed made a motion to go into executive session to discuss and decide which engineering firm would be chosen to assist the Town with the Randall Road and N. Fayston Road Bridge projects. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


8:03 p.m. Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Jared made a motion to accept the bid/proposal from Dubois & King. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB signed liquor license for Sugarbush Restaurants/North Base Lodge.

SB made a motion to allow the Elite Team run by Doug and Kelly Lewis to use the gravel pit for exercise activities on July 17th, 24th and 31st, 2009.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

13.
SB reviewed the Siner/Raymond update that Patti Greene-Swift and submitted. No fines will be levied as of this date as the work appears to be moving forward.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for June 15, 2009 and June 22, 2009.
