Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:41 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of June 9, 2008.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Stuart addresses the Selectboard (SB) stating he has been working on grading, fixing the old truck and cutting wood at the Town gravel pit.  Stuart and SB discussed Tony Long’s foot injury.  It was noted the crusher will be coming the end of July or 1st of August so needed to get the gravel pit ready including some stumping.  It was suggested Stuart may need some help with this and would get estimates from subcontractors and bring back to the SB. He does not believe it would take more than a day or two.

Stuart informed the SB that the Spruce from the Town gravel pit was going to Baird’s Mill for lumber which monies would come back to the Town.  He is taking all the firewood to his house. **

6:55pm – Robert made a motion to go into executive session to conduct a road crew job interview with Benjamin Andrews.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


7:15pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.


No decisions were made.

**After Stuart left the SB noted they had not been aware of this before but agreed that for the use of Stuart’s own equipment he could keep the firewood.  However, in the future Stuart needs to understand that an agreement must be made with the Town before any such arrangement is made.

Excess Weight Permits were signed for Claire Lathrup Band Mill and Grandfield Masonry.
5.
SB discussed the issue of replacing street name signs with the Uniform Traffic Control Devices guidelines.  This meaning that instead of the wood signs as they are now they would be replaced with metal signs, white lettering on green with break away posts.  See attached note from Garrett Baxter of VLCT regarding language that states “When new traffic control devices are erected or placed or existing traffic control devices are replaced or repaired the equipment, design, method of installation, placement or repair shall conform to such standards.”  SB agreed they needed to draft and adopt a plan to deal with these signs as well as language that determines who covers the costs of signs and installation on private roads and associations.  Jared made a motion that the Town would budget and pay for replacement of current road signs, public or private from a Town Road as they became necessary to replace.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.  
6.
Jared made a motion to approve the use of the Fayston Gravel Pit for exercise activities for the Eliteam on July 18th, July 25th and August 1st 2008 with the condition that the Eliteam add the Town of Fayston as an additional insured on their policy.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. See attached letter dated 6/23/08 from the Eliteam. 
7.
SB briefly discussed an email dated June 20, 2008 from GMTA (Mad Bus).  It was agreed that Meredith Birkett would be asked to the next SB meeting.

8.
Patti Greene-Swift (PGS).

PGS had just returned from a walk on the Chase Brook parcel where she and Ky Koitzsch had located 2 boundary pins.

PGS informed the SB that the Trahan case had been resolved in the Supreme Court in the Town’s favor.  

PGS noted that sis Kelly is appealing the Morris subdivision decision regarding the status and maintenance of the road.
PGS and SB discussed a packet PGS had prepared to assist the public in understanding what to do when going before the DRB, the interim zoning for industrial district, signs and change from ZBA to DRB and the fact she was waiting for feedback from the PC regarding the signs and lastly that the Town Plan was getting very close to completion.

7:49pm – Per PGS’s request Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss a personnel matter, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

8:07pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
