Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.

Jared made a motion to approve minutes of June 11, 2007.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved.

6:35pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal issues, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Actions taken:

Selectboard signed the Agreement between the Towns of Fayston and Waitsfield in regard to mutual defense in the Northup v. Munn matter.

Selectboard is awaiting attorney review regarding the request of Bob Crean to make changes to the settlement agreement.

Ed made a motion that the Selectboard not consider fee adjustments for Town permitting processes including cases of re-application. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3.
Jared made a motion to approve the bid from Steve Vasseur for the painting of the municipal building’s end wall. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor motion carried.   * Patti will ask Steve if he is interested in painting the municipal building roof too.

Ky Koitzsch, Jane Lazorchak, Ned Kelley, Patti Greene-Swift and Stellan Wollmar attended as the newly formed Natural Resources Committee (NRC) to discuss goals and expectations for them from the Selectboard. The two topics discussed were ancient roads and the Chase Brook Management Plan.  The NRC will organize itself, select a meeting date and keep in touch with the Selectboard as to what direction they are taking.

Lisa Dyer from Randolph attended the meeting upon request of the Selectboard for the purpose of describing the process which Randolph is using regarding ancient road research.  She described the documents that needed to be researched within the town offices, the site work and mapping that need to be done, how their volunteers worked on this project (sub groups such as one group reading Selectboard minutes while another might be doing site work or researching land records), noted some valuable resources such as the State Historical Society in Barre, and shared their work book and how they are documenting their findings.  She also explained the fact that their committee would then write a report for the Selectboard who in turn would make a decision as to the next step in the process.  Other benefits of the project for them are they are cleaning up their tax maps and incorporating information or language in their Town Plan. 

6.
The NRC and Selectboard had further discussion regarding the ancient road issues.

Selectboard read mail and signed orders dated June 18, 2007 and June 25, 2007.
