Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of May 27, 2008.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Jared and Bob discussed the site visit they had had with Jason Liasi, Mike Quenneville and Stuart Hallstrom on Slide Brook Road regarding the logging operation Sugarbush plans to begin. Everyone was in agreement with what trees could be cut along the road. Also noted was the possibility of Sugarbush replacing their water pipe line along the access road. 

3.
6:35pm – Meeting with Planning Commission (PC) regarding draft Town plan.
First the Selectboard (SB) noted the excellent job the PC has done with the plan.

Jared commented that the biggest difference of opinion with the document seemed to be with the proscriptive language vs. suggested language. 

Ed then addressed his comments in the margins of the document. Such as; the FNRC which already has its objectives from the SB and does not feel the FNRC should be directed by the Town Plan; language having to do with tax stabilization, ridgeline development, inns not be encouraged and the like.  Also noted was a change in Chapter 8 in that the Health Center is now part if CVH.  It is not so much opposition to the concepts but more on how the language sounds like a directive rather than suggested topics of discussion for the SB and Fayston citizens.
Jared asked if the PC felt the Town Plan adequately addressed potential development at Sugarbush or Mad River.  Answered by the PC that a resort district has been developed which these fall under and there is PUD language in place. 
The next steps for the Town Plan are that the PC must hold a public hearing.  Then the SB must hold a public hearing before adoption of the Town Plan can be done.
Geoff Slater did discuss the results of the survey and the fact that he felt we did get a cross section of the citizens and whose opinions all pretty much said the same things were of importance.  The numbers of returned surveys will be spelled out more clearly in the Town Plan.
The SB thanked the PC for all their hard work and dedication and complimented them for work well done.
As and aside, the PC and SB spoke about interim zoning issues such as signs, industrial districts, and set backs from rivers.  The process for getting these in place will be revisited and followed up on. This should be on the next SB agenda for consideration.

4.
Jared made the motion to authorize Virginia Vasseur to begin the tax sale process and retain Alice Olenick as legal counsel.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried

5.
SB authorized the Vasseur Brothers to do the road side mowing for 2008.

6.
SB reviewed the new plow truck body and parts bids and accepted them.  Stuart Hallstrom will be asked to contact the vendors and order the truck and parts. See attached bids.
7.
Selectboard read mail and signed orders of 6/2/08 and 6/9/08.  They also signed a second order for 5/27/08 where check #14345 had been added.
