Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:03 p.m.
1.
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of June 14, 2011.  Robert seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
Dale (Hank) King re: access permit on Rankin Road Parcel ID#03-024B.  Hank addressed the Selectboard (SB) with a request to change his previously granted access to a new location.  His intent had been to gain an easement from an adjoining landowner but that landowner died and he now wishes to abandon that idea and create an access on his own property.


Jared made a motion to approve the new access permit with conditions to take the place of permit #2011-204.  See attached. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
3.
John Donaldson (John) representing the Mad River Valley Housing Coalition, Inc. (MRVHC) came before the SB to request an access permit for a piece of land across from Slide Brook Road.  Summit Ventures is willing to donate the land for an affordable housing project and in return, MRVHC will give Summit Ventures an easement, within the Town right of way, along German Flats Road to create a bus stop for skiers exiting Slide Brook Road and in need of a ride to Mt. Ellen. This pull out would be approximately 10 feet x 60 feet in size.  See attached.  

John did note that he would like to amend the location of the access from the original application drawing to a supplemental one that he produced to accommodate an existing culvert and to improve sight line.  


Jared made a motion to approve the access permit application submitted by the MRVHC, with conditions, as drawn on the Supplement to Application and to approve the location of a bus pull out. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4.
SB opened the bids for the German Flats Road Culvert Project.  Griffin & Griffin was the only bidder at $15,900.00 per culvert or $127,200.00 for the entire project.  After discussion, the SB decided to reject the bid at this time due to the lack of funding.  SB will ask Doug Newton to revisit the design specification and see if there is any way to simplify the project.
5.
SB noted the FEMA meeting scheduled for July 6, 2011 in Morrisville.  Jared will be able to attend.
6.
Jared agreed that Robert should do the Fayston roadside mowing.
7.
SB and Stuart addressed Dan Hartley’s email dated June 16, 2011 wherein he noted concern for a section of Farm Road that has a deep gorge.  Stuart said there was no way to put up guardrail as the soil is slim and the area covered in boulders.  While the SB appreciates Mr. Hartley’s concern, they do not feel that it is the Town’s responsibility to erect a barrier in that area and suggest it may be a good Fayston Farms Association project.

SB had met at the Moulton Road culvert site before the SB meeting and decided that the Town Road Crew will work on replacing that culvert themselves.  Since the damage is flood related, they hope that FEMA may financially help with the bank stabilization portion of the project.
9.
SB agreed that Patti Lewis could make the NEMCI evaluation form copies on the Town copier.

SB read mail and signed orders of June 14th, 2011 and June 27th, 2011.
