Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.
1.
Jared Cadwell (Jared) made the motion to approve the minutes from March 8, 2010.  Ed Read (Ed) seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
Selectboard (SB) discussed a letter from Robert Crean dated 3/19/2010 and received 3/22/2010, regarding the upgrade of Slide Brook Road.  See attached.  As this was not a properly warned item, SB could make no decisions.  However, SB did look at the Fayston Land Use Regulations and the Stipulation and Judgment Order field April 24, 2009. SB asks Patti L. to draft a roadwork agreement for their review at the next SB meeting.

Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart) asked permission to purchase ten culverts for German Flats and Mount Ellen Roads. Sizes are two feet for three and eighteen inches for seven.  He can get a better deal if he purchases before 4/1/2010.  SB authorized the purchase of culverts not to exceed $8,000.00.
Stuart will contact Kingsbury Construction, Fred Viens, Bob Griffin, Andy Dimario, Mack Reynolds and Lewis Hallstrom to bid on the job.  All will meet with him together so that they may receive the same information and bid on the same items including, but not limited to, installation of the culverts, silt fencing, restoration of the disturbed areas and  flagging.
Patti L. will contact the FNRC to see if they wish to consider looking into an amphibian-crossing culvert.  It is unknown at this time if any one of the proposed culvert replacements is in the amphibian area.  However, due to the paving project slated for this summer it is prudent to consider this prior to paving or wait for another five to six years when it is paved again.

SB discussed the North Fayston Road culvert hydraulic study just completed by the State.  See attached.  Per Tom Anderson’s email of 3/22/2010, John Narowski will be contacted to see what permits may be needed.  This answer will determine if it will be necessary to hire an engineering firm and further guide how to proceed with the grant application.

SB reviewed roadwork plan for 2010 and approved the submission of grant applications for the Randall Road Bridge and Paving.

6.
SB signed Existing Access Permit Application for the Otten property.

7.
SB signed Access Permit for K. Henry and R. Center on Airport Road.

SB signed excess weight permits for John G. French & Sons Trucking, Inc., Walker Construction, Inc., Camp Precast Concrete Products, Inc., Allen Lumber Company, Inc., Cardinal Logistics Management Corporation and Griffin & Griffin Excavating, Inc.

Jared made a motion to allow Sugarbush Adventure Games to use the Town roads on April 10 and 11th, 2010.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Jared made a motion to approve the Valley Reporter as Fayston’s newspaper of record. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB filled out form to appoint Nicole Migneault as Service Officer.

SB asked Patti L. to contact Nancy Spencer Smith to see if she is still interested in being the Fayston Representative to the CVRPC.

Selectboard read mail and signed orders of 3/15/2010 and 3/22/2010.
