Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of March 10, 2008.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved.

Raymond Munn began the discussion regarding 1st Constable position by going over the list of duties a 1st Constable may perform without training.  See attached – last page. His vision of his duties would be eyes, ears and assists when necessary.  He does not desire to write tickets nor does he desire to go through the training necessary to become certified at this time.  He had previously done so with a 62 hours course in 1986. He has since let that certification go and does not wish to take the two years it would now require to become re-certified. 


There followed discussion about a valley wide constable association, short term and long term goals expressed by Peter Laskowski who joined the discussion, what duties further training would allow the constables, relationships between the Washington County Sheriff’s Department, Vermont State Police and the constables, the fact that constables should not cross the line of confrontation with suspects but rather be there to assist if necessary or secure the exterior of a scene, need expressed by Peter for an office space within the Valley for the Sheriff’s department (working on a space in Warren), future costs the Selectboard should consider such as uniforms and equipment, training that Sam Hill is allowing the constables to attend each Wednesday night this spring at no cost, liability insurance provided through VLCT for constables (Fayston needs to check current coverage), a bill currently in legislation that would require all constables to participate in training programs, the fact that without restrictions by the Town the constables have the ability to perform all functions as outline on the attached, the idea that this is a Pilot type program that will have to be observed for effectiveness over a period of time and the fact that the 2nd constable position is no different than the first and the 1st constable has no authority over the 2nd.
Peter would eventually like to see a Mad River Valley Community Police Force. Organized as a 501C corporation so that they could participate in fund raising efforts.  This program under discussion is in his view an expanded neighborhood watch.

Selectboard will draft a job description and get together with Raymond again next month to review.

Jared made a motion to appoint Raymond Munn as first constable.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
