Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, March 12, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Organization of Selectboard (SB) -  Ed made a motion to approve Robert as SB Chair, Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Jared made a motion to approve the 2/13/12 meeting minutes. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Caitrin Noel and Andres Torizzo of Friends of the Mad River addressed the SB regarding culverts and ditches and protection of water quality.  See attached explanations of the studies done thus far, list of sites identified and some recommendations and programs. Discussion followed re: cost of improvements, an upcoming Better Back Roads workshop, stream criteria for some programs, slumping, application process (unknown), and private culvert replacement (FMR just rec’d a grant to offer an incentive of $75.00 for private person or private structure to be improved and to educate those entities). SB supported Friends of the Mad River in their efforts and gave approval for them to further engineer/design/cost the sites identified as priority.  The SB will then use that information to form a plan to improve those areas.

4. Bub Burbank, Fire Chief, cancelled his appointment.

5. Carol Chamberlin (Carol) came before the SB to interview for the open DRB position. Carol feels she will bring a little bit of a sense of what the applicants are going through and help motivate the DRB to work efficiently, expeditiously and with a friendly air. She recommends that the DRB members attend VLCT trainings to become more familiar with processes and protocols, pay attention to material sent prior to meetings and know that it is okay to question those in the room at a meeting. SB asked Carol if she has any interest in the PC open member position.  She said she would entertain that option but DRB is her priority. Her concern with the Town Plan is that it sets objectives but she is not sure the follow up of those objectives is there.

6. Led Cohen – did not show.

7. SB reviewed the paving grant application for German Flats and Mount Ellen Roads.  Ed will call Russ Bielke or Doug Mosle and let them know we are moving forward with the paving this year so that they may choose to piggyback or not for the school parking lot. Timing of paving is in question.  Reynolds is prepared to pave in May but if the SB is also considering replacing (and applying for a structures grant), the culvert by the Mount Ellen Road (Culvert #6) then paving will be delayed until that project is finished. Ed made a motion to submit the paving grant application.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, so moved.

8. Robert signed excess weight permits.  See Agenda for List

9. SB had received a request from Doug Wilson (Doug) that the Town donate plastic culverts to VAST.  SB decided that donating the inventory was not wise but they would sell them to VAST at Town cost as the Town will have limited use them.  Jared will call Doug to relay the message.

10. Jared nominated Nicole Migneault as Town Service Officer.  Ed seconds, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

11. Jared moved to appoint the slate of Town Officers (see attached) except for the FNRC members. SB will ask the FNRC to attend the next SB meeting to sort out who is and is not currently participating on that committee. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

12. SB signed liquor license for Glen House and North Base Lodge (ratify at next meeting).

13. SB read mail and signed warrant of February 28 – March 12, 2012.
