Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of March 9, 2009.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Todd Sheinfeld (Todd) re: Cycle Conservation Club (CCC) of Vermont

Todd came to the Selectboard (SB) to introduce him and the CCC noting that they are a non-profit group out of Bolton. Their purpose is to develop and manage motorized recreation. There is a core group of about 300 people.  They raise money to buy conservation easements in order to enable CCC to manage and use public lands for recreation. This is their first foray out into the Towns for explanation. He noted a large amount of resources available to the Towns, such as land management, national parks, the department of agriculture, forest services and the like, on their website. CCC does not receive any public money.  When asked if they work with VAST the answer was no, they were not welcoming to the CCC. See attached brochure for further detail on CCC.

6:40 p.m., Ed made a motion to go into executive session to speak with Patti Greene-Swift regarding her employment agreement.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6:53 p.m., Jared made a motion to close executive session, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

SB and Patti Greene-Swift (PGS) signed a new employment contract dated 3/23/09.

4.
PGS then reviewed the Climate Change Grant she has been working on. Jared made a motion to resolve that the SB approve the grant as written. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  See attached.
5.
SB signed excess weight permits for Barrett Trucking Col, Bourne’s Inc. /Propane, Walker construction, Inc., Green Mountain Power Corp., Ernest Krusch, Camp Precast Concrete Products, Griffin & Griffin and Curtis Lumber.

Jared made to ratify the Crean Subdivison Stipulation and V.R.C.P. 58 Judgment Order and map as noted in a letter from Amanda Lafferty dated March 9, 2009 and authorize Amanda Lafferty to sign the same. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  SB noted that this should end the matter entirely.
7.
Jared made a motion to ratify the plan as written by Wilcox & Barton regarding the Paul Raymond property dated March 6, 2009. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. See attached.
8.
SB signed consent to run the Sugarbush Adventure Games as described by Margo Wade in a letter dated March 9, 2009. 
9.
Jared noted that the house transportation committee is talking about a potential two (2) million in assistance over the next two years for local bridges, structures and highway funding but that one should not hold their breath.

10.
XTERRA Northeast Championship @ Sugarbush.  SB reviewed the email explaining this event on July 11th and 12th.  See attached. SB agreed there is no festival permit required and was free to hold the event as long as proper traffic control is in place.
11.
Ed made a motion to approve the Town Meeting Minutes dated March 3, 2009. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

12.
SB signed a liquor license application for Mad River Glen Ski Area.

13.
Ed made a motion that Robert Vasseur continue to be the Chair of the SB.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

14.
Bret Meyer, Sam Hill and Peter Laskowski attended to talk about a possible contract with the Washington County Sheriff’s Department.  The Sheriff presented a sample contract and an example of the amount of time the Sheriffs might patrol based on the $8,000.00 available to spend.  Some points made were:
· 5.56 shifts a month might be possible.

· Each shift is four hours

· Shifts may be split into smaller shifts if scheduling works out with another community 
· The fact there is a petition going around to re-vote this article

· Signing of a contract cannot happen until the 30-day appeal period is up or longer if a re-vote happens. 
· Sheriffs would be primarily motor vehicle patrol because of staffing and funding

· Full patrol would need more training, staff, and office staff

· Sheriffs do have an agreement with the State Police that they be first responders when necessary

· Sheriffs would want one contact within the Town to avoid miscommunication
· SB may have a say in which areas they patrol

· Sheriffs contract with 10 other towns

· Sheriffs have their own insurance/VLCT Pacif does not cover

· Some money from traffic tickets come back to the Town, unknown percentage

Ray Munn asked if the Sheriffs were willing to work with the Valley Constables. The answer was no to training (liability issues) and no with the use of their radio frequency (due to cost of per usage basis). Bret Myers, however, has all the constable cell numbers and would hope that if a situation necessitated then everyone, including constables, would be available to assist.  Peter Laskowski noted that yes; the aim was for cross polinization of all groups. Sam Hill left his email contact information Shill@dps.state.vt.us. 

15.
Bill Frascella spoke with the SB about his concern for dirt bikes in North Fayston, Center Fayston, Sharpshooters and Bragg Hill areas.  He noted unregistered vehicles and unlicensed drivers. He brought the issue to Jared and Ed last year, has brought it to the State Police on more than one occasion and will continue to do so until the issue is solved. He is very concerned as one of the bikers almost hit him head on the other day. He believes the SB has some responsibility to help stop this behavior before someone gets hurt. SB noted they have no policing power but appreciate Bill’s concern.  No decision made.

16.
Stuart Hallstom told the SB he believes there are 47 mph signs needed in Fayston if the Sheriffs do come to Town, plus a few stop and yield signs. $150.00 each for just the posts.   This is an item not budgeted for.  No decision made.
17.
SB asked Stuart to put the crushing out to bid when it comes time this year.  McClough and Kingsbury.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for March 16, 2009 and March 23, 2009.
