Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 

1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of February 23, 2009.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Gussie Graves re: Alternate Energy Tax Exemption Article 

Gussie began by stating that since the Selectboard had invited her to the meeting that they must have some ideas on how to handle this situation. They discussed their understanding of what is “retroactive”. It is not retroactive in that people would not get exemptions for past years that they may have had these systems but it would mean that anyone who currently has a system, as well as newly installed systems from here forward, would receive the tax exemption. They discussed values of the properties, whether this is subjective or not, the fact that non-residents do not get this benefit and the question as to why this should be the case.  A question as to how towns are handling this has gone out on the muninet as well as RenewableEnergy.org. Upon conclusion, all agreed that there is a lot of homework to do to get some case history/background and figure out how to administer the statute.

Selectboard asked Gussie how things are going with the re-appraisal.  Moving along, have spoken with Vickery, but it is going to be a tough project to put together.

3.
Excess Weight Permits signed for A. Withers Trucking, Pike Industries, Inc. Gillespie Fuels & Propane, Tomco Excavating, Inc., Hartigan and Mobile Mini, Inc.

SB reviewed Siner/Raymond agreement and agreed it appeared to be moving along in the right direction.  See attached.

5.
Paul Gillies – Ancient Roads

Paul Gillies reviewed his summary on the Fayston Ancient Roads projected dated March 5, 2009. See attached. After discussion, the SB decided that the section on Stage Coach Road that leads into Baird of the Bush would remain the same, while the end of Sharpshooter Road and the Old Duxbury Road need mapping on the Fayston Highway Mileage Map so that they show continuation to the Duxbury Town line.  This mapping would not require any public hearing or adjacent landowner notification.  Paul believes submitting the above referenced summary will be sufficient for AOT to do the mapping.  Paul also noted that he would revise his last invoice to reflect no more than the $5000.00 fee previously agreed to.  

6.
Sheriffs – Update

PACIF does not cover sheriff insurance. Road signs regulations are being looked into.  Correct filing of the speed limit ordinance is being looked into.  All of which will need to be asked of the Sheriff’s department as well when they meet with the SB on the 23rd.  Robert noted that no contract could be signed with the sheriffs until the 30-day petition period for a re-vote was over. A suggestion was made that we could ask the Sheriff’s to cover only a section of Town such as German Flats/Route 17.  This did not meet with the approval of the whole Board, as it was felt that townspeople would be upset about such a selective arrangement.

7.
Selectboard reviewed all Town appointments.  See attached. One change was that Polly McMurtry would move from an alternate to a full time PC member and the second matter was that Patti Greene-Swift’s contract should be reviewed and if not on a coordinating renewal date with appointments, it should be adjusted accordingly.

Jared made a motion to approve the whole slate of appointments.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, motion carried.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for March 2, 2009 and March 9, 2009.
