Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 p.m.

1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of April 23, 2007.  Jared seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Mary O’Leary interviewed for a position on the Natural Resource Committee (NRC). Mary is certified as a soil and water engineer and practices in hydraulics.  Selectboard (SB) explained their view of what will be the NRC in that the NRC would be given specific tasks such as stewardship of Town owned lands (specifically the Chase Brook Parcel and its management plan), watch over the Phen Basin piece to keep the Selectboard aware of any hearings/changes, assistance with the Ancient Roads project, liaison between the Fayston Elementary School and Town regarding educational  possibilities with the Chase Brook Parcel, and take on projects that may come from the Planning Commission. The NRC charge will not be to seek out land for conservation. 

3.
Stellan Wollmar interviewed for a position on the NRC.  Stellan’s concern is that the Town Plan does not have language in it that addresses land conservation. He has a particular piece of land in mind in Center Fayston that he feels would make a nice recreational path area for the Town.  SB explained their view of what the NRC will be.  See explanation in paragraph #2 above.
4.
SB signed a letter of support relating to the Waitsfield-Fayston Fire Department grant application for funds to purchase a new tanker.  See attached.

5.
Jared made a motion to approve the May 11, 2007 Slide Brook site visit minutes, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion approved.  See attached.

6.
Patti Greene-Swift (Patti GS)

a.
Patti GS asked the SB if they wanted Amanda Lafferty to get involved with the appeal by Sis Kelly on the Morris subdivision proposal.  SB felt that Amanda should take a look at it and see if there was any reason for the Town to become involved.  Jared will touch base with Amanda on Wednesday.


b.
Patti GS asked the SB for permission to do some seep research on the Chase Brook Parcel having to do with master thesis work she must complete between May and September of this year.  SB granted permission.


c.
Patti GS informed the SB that our zoning regulations note that forestry is a permitted activity but that the Town has no forest permit or process for forest permitting. (The State of Vermont permits forestry over 40 acres) She feels this is a bit of a disconnect and that one side or the other should be changed.  SB will consider this information.


d.
Patti GS informed the SB that setbacks from a ditch on the Alexander Kovalchuk property between him and the Brothers property had been brought into question. She has looked at the property and past deeds and see only reference to a ditch, not a stream.  Mr. Kovalchuk has a conditional use permit which has no conditions pertaining to this ditch.  Patti GS feels there is no action available or necessary at this time.  SB agreed.

e.
Patti GS asked the SB to clarify the number of hours she was supposed to work per week.  SB asked her not to exceed 23 hours per week.
7.
Ned Kelley interviewed for a position on the Natural Resource Committee (NRC). Ned holds a Masters in environmental education.  Discussion followed as outlined in paragraph #2 above as well as technical aspects of the NRC such as the need for a Chair, minute taking, term lengths and number of NRC members.  

8.
SB authorized Patti Lewis to sign excess weight permits between SB meetings if the need arose. 
9.
Reminder of the Ancient Roads Meeting at 5:30pm at the Waitsfield School on May 22, 2007 and the Byways project meeting on at 7:00pm at the General Wait House on May 17, 2007.

10.
Town Hall Rental.  Request has been made to book two more nights for karate classes in the large meeting room. More information will be gathered before a decision to allow or not is made.

11.
Access Permit for an Existing Curb Cut for Mark J. Daly on Dunbar Hill Road was approved and signed by SB.

Selectboard read mail and signed orders dated 4/23/07 (revised), 4/30/07, 5/7/07 and 5/14/07.
