Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 10:00 A.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of May 14, 2008.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Municipal Building Recycle and Energy Audit 
Ed Read had checked with Casella regarding trash and recycle containers.  Cost for a 2 yard trash dumpster is $40/month and for the recycling dumpster it is $15/month. In the recycle dumpster no sorting is necessary except that shredded paper needed to be contained in clear plastic bags. To follow up Patti Lewis also spoke with Casella and when looking back at the Town’s trash history it was discovered that perhaps it would not warrant a dumpster but rather a 3 bag container and recycle bins. Two options were $27/month for an every other week pick up or $37/month for every week.  Selectboard made the decision to try the $27/month plan to see if it was satisfactory for the Town.

Patti Lewis had spoken with Efficiency Vermont.  It was clear that the only “audit” they were able to help with was for savings on electricity such as the lights.  She will follow up with providing them with a count of the number and type of lights to see if there would be any costs savings in that area.

Matt Sargent and Henri Demarne were contacts suggested for further auditing of the Municipal Offices. 
Also, in response to Patti Greene-Swift’s email (dated May 15, 2008) regarding getting started on the Carbon Shredder’s Initiative, Selectboard agreed that she could become contact person for the Town of Fayston in this matter as long as it did not take up any of her time from her zoning duties. 

3.
Jared made a motion to appoint Ken Felderman as a Fayston Representative for the Mad River Valley Recreation District.  He will replace Kelly Lewis who has resigned.  His term will run the remainder of Kelly’s term to 2009 at which time re-appointment will be needed. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4.
Selectboard read mail and had signed orders May 19, 2008 and May 27, 2008.

Other Business:

Mike Quenneville went over fuel prices and what is left in the budget, possible projects for the road crew this summer (which seem to be few), crushing of gravel (will need 5000 yards), the purchase of a new dump truck (quote with the body and package ready to go was $132,500.00 which is $4500.00 over what is in the budget and he will contact the vendors again to see if the quotes can be reduced by this amount), the idea of keeping his old dump truck as back up, the fact that the 2002 dump truck will be next to be replaced in 2010 and the thought that the pickup truck may be in need of replacement soon as well. 
Robert asked about the replacement of our road signs from wood to the green metal that is being done in other Towns.  Whether this is mandatory yet or not and if grants are available will be investigated.

Mike then asked the Selectboard if they would go up to the gravel pit to look around at its current and future use which they proceeded to do at the end of the meeting.
