Minutes of Informational Meeting

Selectboard is unable to form a quorum, this meeting is informational only.
Robert asked if the annual financial plan (already submitted and approved for 2009) was complete.  The answer was not to worry about the “actual” column as they were just looking to make sure that we were spending more than $300/mile.

There was much discussion thereafter regarding grants for Resurfacing and/or Structures.  While the deadline has passed for application, Fayston was encouraged to submit nonetheless and that we should be submitting every year as long as the Town has match funds available. Doug will email over all the forms and a list of possible engineers and contractors. Noted was Class 2 gravel or reshaping of roads, which is now also a possibility under resurfacing grants. Doug will also be able to provide, through the State at no cost, hydraulic studies for the Randall Road and lower North Fayston Road bridges.  Disscussed as well was the possible adoption of Codes and Standards policies in order shift percentages from resurfacing 80/20 and structures 70/30 to 90/10 and 80/20 respectively.  Doug will email over this information.  Number 9 Hill Road was discussed and it was suggested that we have Doug/State do a boring test to help determine the continued problem of erosion in that area.  If grants are awarded one has up to 2 years to complete the work.
Road signs and the new MUD codes were discussed.  Patti will follow up to see where these “rules” stand with VLCT, Amy Gambel (Traffic Operations) and/or Steve Gerome (Vt. Local Roads). 

Steps:

1. Initiate State hydraulic studies for the two above referenced bridges.

2. Contact engineers (at least 3, as many as possible) to bid on design of said bridges. Have them all attend a group meeting with Selectboard.

3. Contact contractors (at least 3, as many as possible) for construction cost of said bridges. Have them all attend a group meeting with Selectboard.

4. Submit grant applications.

Selectboard will discuss all of the above at the next Selectboard meeting on 5/11/09 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fayston Municipal Offices.
