Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 9:07 A.M.

1.
Ed made a motion to approve the Minutes of Selectboard (SB) Meeting dated November 9, 2009. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
SB discussed possible solutions to the mold/insulation problem areas in the attic. Kevin Wry had looked into this per Matt Sargent's recommendations that the mold may be an insulation problem.  Kevin believes that two small circular vents would solve the problem. Cost around $200.00.  SB authorized this work. SB will request that Kevin look more closely at the insulation situation as he works in the attic.
3.
SB reviewed the Boundary and Annexation Survey and signed the post card with no changes.

4.
SB reviewed and signed the Access Permit Application from Steven & Katherine Hunt for an existing access at 1438 Phen Basin Road. (Former Ted Church residence).  
5.
SB reviewed a request from Patti Greene-Swift (PGS) to attend a Planned Unit Development workshop.  They made this decision that this workshop was not necessary at this time.  However, in the future they suggest that PGS run these request by the PC or DRB Boards prior to making the request to the SB as they have a more direct understanding as to if the workshops would be beneficial to their functions.
Other business:

David Frank (David) had attended a meeting in Waitsfield last night regarding Energy Efficiency and Conservation Black Grants that have just become available to schools and municipalities.  The deadline for initial application is 12/8/09.  See attached information sheet for more detail.

A quick summary; the biggest challenge for the grant is the paperwork.  If enough people within the three or four towns are interested, there is a person who may agree to administer the paperwork for all.  There is 4.8 million dollars available in grants from $50,000 to $75,000.  If we receive preliminary approval then there is a more extensive application due in February.  If approved after that the paperwork for reporting will be very involved. 
Per the request of Jared Cadwell, David had looked at the Fayston Municipal Building and the possibility of installing a new pellet furnace.  Construction of a building and silo will be necessary to house the furnace and pellets.  They would pipe in the heat parallel to the existing heat system.  However, SB would want to see the piping estimate to include installing baseboard heat system in the large meeting room and stage areas. David estimated that the Town would save $1500.00 in heating fuel the first year.  When asked if David thought that in his experience the pay back looked attractive he replied that as a simple pay back no but that if a grant is available to cover the initial costs, then yes.  

Need to find someone to walk through the building to help understand lighting needs.  Patti Lewis (PL) will contact Joshua Schwartz to add Fayston to the list of sites interested in an energy audit should the MRVPD arrange the same.  
SB will ask Mark Dimario to come in and estimate the pellet furnace, housing building and piping needed.
Jared made a motion to move forward with the Energy Efficiency Retrofits and Renewable Energy Technologies on Government Buildings Grants.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
SB also noted that Michael Quenneville should be the building consultant and he knows the most about the heating system itself.

7.
SB asked Stuart if he had any budget requests.  He noted that he would need gravel for roads next summer including a section of Kew Vasseur, which needs work. In addition, the culvert by the old McCraw home (now Viens) is in bad shape including a hole currently existing at the shoulder of the road, which could cause injury to horses or pedestrians.  He is reluctant to dig down to the bottom for repair as he thinks the head wall will go if he touches it. He thinks he will have to subcontract this work out, as he cannot reach the depth of the project with Town equipment. SB felt this may be a priority this year yet and that Stuart should get estimates from Kingsbury, Griffin and Griffin and Fred Viens for repair.

SB read mail and signed orders of 11/16/09 and 11/23/09.
