Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of October 27, 2008.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Bob Lockett addressed the Selectboard (SB) as a representative of the Fayston School Board.  Noted were the following:

· In 2008 they took out the propane tanks and replaced with gas. He gave thanks to Andy Dimario for salvaging and completing the project.
· Installed two new heating units in classrooms.

· They have completed the preliminary budget for 2009/2010

· Approximately a 4% increase, which stays under the 4.5% vs. two-vote problem.

· Two part time positions will be eliminated.
· Services/supplies are level funded.

· Most of the increase is salaries and benefits.

· School Board negotiates with the NEA, not teachers directly.

The question that Bob Lockett had for the SB was could the Town wide re-appraisal be completed any faster than 2010. As the Town was down to 72%, he felt it was making a huge impact on their budgeting process.  Answer was that the State has ordered Fayston to re-appraise and the work will begin in 2009.  It takes 1-2 years to complete as it is very labor intensive and costly and the SB felt there was no way to move it along more quickly.
3.
Patti Greene-Swift (PGS) addressed the SB with the following:

· Would the SB like her to apply for a $500.00 grant from the Department of Forest and Parks to help with placing a sidewalk at the Fayston Elementary School? There followed discussion with Bob Lockett and SB about past history of this idea and some new ideas including steps from the back of the school area down to German Flats Road. SB agreed PGS should move forward with applying for the grant.

4.
Zoning Violation re: Paul Raymond – PGS noted the following:
· Very wet lot - including wetlands.
· Jeff Siner had cleared the lot.

· Water ditching has taken place.
· Should have had conditional use from the DRB.

· There is a failed silt fence and failed hay bales.

· Need to fix immediately with winter rye and dams.

· No buffer zone was respected.
· The Davis’, Mr. and Mrs. had taken pictures, which PGS shared.

See attached zoning violation and pictures. 

Jeff Siner noted the following:

· He has an option on the land but does not own it.

· He has permission to clear the lot.  

· There are no State designated wetlands on the property. 

· He felt that the ditch work was a benefit to the properties involved and would remove the ditch if that were the desire.

· Jeff is willing to straighten silt fence, put down hay bales, contact an engineer to make a plan, look at rock check dams and speak with the neighbor, Mr. Davis.
Bottom line was that PGS has to deal directly with the owner of the property and not Jeff Siner and she would do so by issuing the notice of violation.  This would start the conversation and PGS will copy Jeff on all correspondence.

5.
Fayston Natural Resource Committee (FNRC) - Corrie Stevens, Jane Lazorchack, Ned Kelley, Stellan Wollmar, Ky Koitzsch, and PGS.  The FNRC has been working on the following:
· FRNC received the Town Forest designation for the Chase Brook Parcel.

· They are interested in looking at class four roads to down grade to trails with the understanding no piece of land must be landlocked because of such a project.
· They have flagged the boundaries for the Chase Brook Parcel. The wish to post it next.

· They are working on the management plan.

· FNRC has attempted to do research for the ancient roads project but with much difficulty.  They feel they do not have the necessary knowledge to title search two areas, Baird in the Bush and Old Duxbury Road.  

· Jane will call AOT to find out exactly what documentation is necessary to get them complete and on the Highway Mileage Certificate Map.
· Patti Lewis will contact the Town attorney to see if he is available to do the research and/or recommend perhaps getting a survey in his stead.

6.
Jared made a motion to appoint Mimi Miller, John Miller and Raymond Munn as the three representatives from the Town of Fayston to the Police Advisory Committee. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7.
Jared made a motion to pass the resolution to increase weight limits on the interstate.  See attached.  Ed seconded, all in favor, no further discussion, motion carried.
8.
SB asked Patti Lewis to follow up with at letter to Allan Spector regarding the water/ditch work Mr. Spector has done to his property as discussed with Michael Regan previously.  Mr. Spector will be asked to get in touch with the SB.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for November 3, 2008 and November 10, 2008.
