Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:00 p.m.

1.
Jared Cadwell (Jared) made a motion to approve minutes of November 8, 2011. Ed Read (Ed) seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2.
Adam Greshin reported on several items including but not limited to the following:


Apportionment – The apportionment committee made a report, which was generally accepted, recommending that Fayston remain whole by combining Fayston, Moretown, Duxbury, Waitsfield and Warren and becoming a 2-member district.  Legislature will make final decisions in the spring.


 The State is looking at a 70-80 million-dollar deficit this year. Still depending on Medicaid, tax receipts, etc. 


Health care will continue to be in the spotlight as well as a comprehensive energy initiative that the Governor supports. 


Education Funding - A CA based firm (Picus Associates) is studying the Vermont system and has given its first report.  Their charge was to focus on education finance but this first report was strongly based on comparisions. So far, it appears that Vermont spends a lot on education while getting mediocre results.


Abatement of taxes due to Irene must meet three criteria. Loss of home value by fifty percent, occupants unable to live in their home for more than 90 days between April and October and the Towns must abate a proportioned amount of municipal taxes vs. education.


Adam would be surprised if the State moves back into the Waterbury complex.

Selectboard (SB) signed AOT forms for reimbursement for the Randell Road Structures and North Fayston Road paving grants.

4.
SB reviewed Town employee insurance plans.  Ed made a motion to continue with the same plan coverage as last year.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  See attached.

5.
Ed asked about the guardrail on Number Nine Hill, if the plan was to fix it, and if the Town had any liability should it not serve its purpose in its current condition.  No answers at this time but Robert Vasseur (Robert) will speak to Stuart Hallstrom about it.

6.
Ed informed the SB that Delbert Palmer is retiring as fire chief at the beginning of the year.  

7.
Sheila Ware (Sheila) has a client who needs access to his/her property from a class four road (top of Boyce Road) and as a condition of closing, her client wanted to make sure they can plow that section of road.  SB confirmed that they could.  If her client intended to make substantial improvements to the class four road, then they would have to obtain a permit do to so from the SB.  SB wanted to make it clear that not now nor in the future would the Town ever take over plowing or maintenance of that section of road. 

7:06pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters with Carol Chamberlin.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

7:35pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
