Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of September 22, 2008 and October 6, 2008.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Michael Regan addressed the Selectboard with a concern he has regarding recent culvert work on Stage Coach Road and ditching on Allan Spector’s property.

He had arrived home recently and observed new culvert work on Stage Coach Road. The first stage of work he assumes to remove a culvert and the second to install a new one. 

Mr. Regan explained that with the old culvert, the water ran into a ditch but with the new system, there is a hole that stops the water, diverts all the water under the road, and onto Mr. Spector’s property. It then runs through a series of trenches which eventually dumps the water within six feet of his property line and down toward the back of his property. Mr. Regan believes that Mr. Spector has received 100% of the benefit of having water diverted while Mr. Regan’s property is forced to accept the full brunt of the water, especially on the lower end. He is concerned how the Town allowed this to happen without so much as a knock on his door to discuss the proposed work before it began.

Discussion followed. Selectboard acknowledged that the road foreman or the Selectboard should have notified Mr. Regan of the work to be done on the Town Road. Mr. Regan understood that the Town responsibility ends with the installation of the culvert and that there may be no powers afforded the Selectboard to request Mr. Spector change the course of the water.  Mr. Regan’s intent is to wait until spring, see what the water does and if necessary sue Mr. Spector.  Question - would Mr. Spector state in the future that the Town allowed the work? The Town does regularly upgrade culverts as needed (no less than an 18 inch culvert is now required).
Ed questioned if the solution to the problem is to have the water channeled to the same area where it used to drain. Mr. Regan said this would somewhat help the situation but he still has no comfort level that Mr. Spector will not continue to develop, clear or ditch his land to the detriment of his own.
Selectboard decided they need to make a site visit and will do so in the near future.

3.
Selectboard discussed bridge and culvert inventory.  Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission has recently completed a new culvert survey, which Stuart shared with the Selectboard. Jared would like these inventories on file for Capitol Budgeting purposes as well as to develop a plan for culvert and bridge replacement.
4.
Selectboard signed the VLCT PACIF Renewal Application Forms.
5.
Selectboard signed read mail and signed warrants for September 29, 2008, October 6, 2008 and October 13, 2008.

7:30 – p.m. Robert Vasseur brought the public meeting to review and adopt the new Fayston Town Plan and to hear proposed Zoning Regulations Amendments to order. Robert welcomed everyone and encouraged all to speak.
Jared made a motion to approve the 2008 Fayston Town Plan with no edits. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  

Jared thanked the Planning Commission for all their hard work and made comment that he believed this to be the best Town Plan yet produced for the Town. 

Next, Selectboard asked the public and Planning Commission (PC) present if anyone had any comments on any of the three proposed Land Use Regulation Changes. (See attached).

There followed discussion about “Add an Industrial District within the Town of Fayston”.  
Members of the public voiced their concerns about pollution, noise levels, increased traffic, buffer zones, and erosion, potential uses in the industrial district, and size and mapping of the district.
PC explained that one of the reasons for considering an Industrial District was to help keep jobs in Fayston.  For instance when a home occupation out grew its ability to stay in a residential area this might give them an opportunity for space within the Town.  

Laura Kingsbury envisioned something like a workshop space within the District.

PC and Selectboard addressed concerns as follows:
· Five+/- acres of the 17 will be zoned Industrial.
· Act 250 covers the entire parcel, which has a stringent review process for things such as erosion, noise and other pollutions.
· There are no new roads planned off Airport Road.
· This five-acre parcel is contiguous with an Industrial District for Waitsfield.
· There will be no processing of raw materials from the site.
· There will be an update to the current zoning map to show clearly the five +/- acres industrial zone.
· The only permitted use without returning to the Development Review Board for approval is agricultural.

· There is a 15-foot buffer zone within the Industrial District.
Jared made a motion to approve the land use regulations as noted on the Warning of the October 13, 2008 meeting, Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7:51pm – Jared made a motion to adjourn, Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
The next Selectboard meeting will be October 27, 2008 at 6:30 pm at the Fayston Municipal Building.
