Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, October 27, 2008

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of October 13, 2008.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Joshua Schwartz – Executive Director of the Mad River Valley Planning District (MRVPD)

Joshua spoke with the Selectboard (SB) regarding his first three months as the Executive Director of the MRVPD.  Some of the work he has been doing includes:
· Providing technical expertise for municipal planning function such as looking at the newly adopted Fayston Town Plan;
· Working with the Mad River Path Association – has written a grant application for the Town of Warren;
· Working with the Mad River Byway Group – primarily signage, kiosk placement and working as a funding mechanism for the group;

· Working with Go Vermont – moving towards an internet based needs system and looking at buses vs. van carpools;  

· MRVPD co-sponsored the recent weatherization workshop – 45 people attended;
· Forest wildlife community’s project – looking at a five town wide prospective;
· Tri Town Selectboard meeting on 11/13/08, 6:30pm @ the Waitsfield School. It will be primarily a funding request meeting;
· Working with the Chamber of Commerce to produce a community calendar.  Hopes to have it available within 2-4 weeks.

Joshua feels one of his main roles is communication between entities to avoid duplicate efforts as well avoiding one group being a detriment to another and enabling projects to be focused in one direction. One of the biggest challenges to the Valley he feels is transportation while the number one priority is the Mad River Path. 
There is also restructuring of the Chamber under way and reconsideration of how the MRVPD is funded and the fact that Sugarbush pays into the MRVPD but has no vote and the Chamber does not pay but has a vote.

Joshua encouraged the Selectboard and Town of Fayston to let him know of any thing that is going on in the Town and to ask him if

Ilene Pelitier, Executive Director of Central Vermont Community Land Trust (CVCLT). CVCLT has been around for twenty one (21) years developing affordable housing. Currently they mange 400 units, 370 apartments and 70 mobile homes. They mange the Green Mountain Loan Fund, consult and advise on credit ratings and budgeting, offering training courses on the same. Ilene noted that this year the CVCLT might be receiving twenty (20) million from federal funds in July to help with foreclosure issues. CVCLT units in the Valley include Vermont Mobile Home Park, Evergreen Mad Meadows and the new project on the Sugarbush Access Road. CVCLT has a staff of about 20 and receives funding from Neighborhood Works of American and private and corporation donations.  There followed discussion about the lack of options for housing units in Fayston due to the lack of suitable building land.  Again, they would be asking $250.00 from the Town of Fayston for 2009.

Jane Lazorchack – representing the Fayston Natural Resource Committee (FNRC).
Jane spoke about a walk they had had on the Chase Brook parcel this past week.  They are trying to get people interested in the parcel and especially relating to the management plan. She noted that Fayston is the first town in a long time to peruse getting a town forest designation.  She believes this will happen soon. 

Jane spoke about the ancient road project. Thinks perhaps that the FNRC role is the project is winding down. FNRC has decided that Baird in the Bush is probably the only road/trail that they are interested in researching. Also mentioned were the Huntington Gap Connection by Burnt Rock and the connection to Duxbury through the Fayston Town gravel pit.  She believes Duxbury is looking at mass discontinuance and therefore not sure of the relevance of pursuing the latter area.
Jane again said that the FNRC would like to look into Fayston class four roads and the possibility of changing them to trail status.  Selectboard agreed they could look into this but that this was not a priority until the ancient roads project was complete.
Selectboard asked if the FNRC would be able to come in with an update by the next Selectboard meeting November 10, 2008 as there is a tight time line between now, public hearings and when the project needs to be complete in February 2009.  It will be on the agenda.
5.
Jared made a motion to adopt the resolution opposing the proposed cuts in funding for the local highway aid programs.  Ed seconded, all in favor, motion carried. See attached.
6.
SB signed Access Permit for Jeff Siner on Moulton Road.  A second requested off Fayston Hollow Road is not necessary, as it is a private road.

SB signed Access Permit for William and Karen Moyers on Phen Road.

SB signed Excess weight permits for Huntington Homes, Inc. and Cardinal Logistics Management Corporation.

SB signed Liquor License for Sugarbush Restaurants, Inc. – Glenhouse and North Base Lodge.

Robert suggested that bids from Glass Works, LD Hutchins and Craig Known be sought for the repair of the apparent leaking sky light in the municipal building.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants for October 20, 2008 and October 27, 2008.
