1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of September 10, 2007.  Ed seconded. No further discussion, all in favor, minutes approved. 

2.
Patti Greene-Swift (PGS) addressed the Selectboard (SB) with the following items;
a.
Wastewater language in our zoning ordinances is now defunct as the State has taken over the task of wastewater permitting. PGS suggested that language be added to interim zoning proposals (soon to be presented by the Planning Commission) (PC) that would require applicants to illustrate that they have a wastewater permit from the State prior to her issuing a building permit.  SB agreed to have the PC draft such language for their review.

b.
PGS asked the SB if they supported the idea that if in an applicant’s DRB review a third party opinion is required on a matter such as wildlife habitat that the zoning regulations might read that the applicant would be responsible for the cost of that opinion required by the DRB. She noted that Colchester was currently doing just that. SB asked that PGS investigate this further.
c.
PGS asked the SB their opinion on creating overlay districts for Town maps which would show for instance wildlife habitat. She could work off the information that Arrowwood provided in their Wildlife Inventory Project but make it fit onto current Town maps.  SB made no decision.

3.
Gussie Graves (GG) updated the SB on the Local Update of Census Addresses (LUCA) program.  The U.S. Department of Commerce is asking for municipal participation which she believes should be given.  SB agreed that Fayston could participate with GG taking on the project.
4.
SB made the decision not to go into executive session but rather noted the very high cost of legal fees this year and the fact that they are way over budget with ¼ of the year to go.

SB reviewed Harwood student list.
6.
Selectboard read mail and signed orders September 17, 2007 and September 24th, 2007.
