Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, September 28, 2009

Board Present:

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M.

1.
Jared made a motion to approve the Minutes of Selectboard (SB) Meeting dated September 14, 2009. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
John Shea and Kevin Wry, representing the Fayston DRB, reviewed the Robert Crean Mylar with the Selectboard.  Verification of stream buffer zones of 100 feet and re-seeding areas confirmed to be correct.  DRB signed the Mylar.

3.
SB noted that Patti Lewis (PL) had recorded a Memo of Municipal Action regarding the Richard Ruback/Harris Hill road agreement dated August 24, 2009.

4.
SB signed liquor license for Mad River Barn, Inc.

5.
SB discussed VLCT Worker’s Compensation Management Strategy recommendations.  Frederick Satink, who met with PL, will be sending over some sample language to consider regarding the employee handbook updates, and injury investigation and reporting forms.  SB will revisit later.
6.
SB discussed municipal building maintenance projects.  Matt Sargent had looked at the mold and/or sky light issue.  He believes the skylight is not causing the mold issue but rather a condensation problem related to improper insulation in the attic. He suggested the Town find an energy star certified contractor to come and fix the problem.  SB agreed the next step would be to have the road crew come and bleach, repaint the mold area, and find a contractor to do the insulation work.
Robert also asked PL to call the contractor who had initially given a price to construct a permanent wall with windows in the planning/zoning office to meet with the SB to discuss cost and feasibility of doing the project by the end of 2009.  
7.
David Quenneville (DQ) addressed the SB with several town and road department concerns that he has.

A.
DQ asks that when people come to the SB meetings that they identify themselves.  As he watches these meetings on C44 he would like to know who is speaking.
B.
DQ was not happy that Stuart Hallstom’s, (SH), Road Foreman, brother, Bozo Hallstrom, was hired to stump the gravel pit in preparation for crushing when there were two other companies in Town that were not asked for a bid.  (Andy Dimario and Griffin & Griffin).  Jared noted that two other companies asked were Kingsbury and Viens and that Hallstrom was the lowest bid.
C.
DQ noted a SB meeting he had watched on C44 where SH had given a reason for not grading the North Fayston Road was that the Town had no chloride.  DQ feels this is no excuse. He, as a taxpayer, pays taxes and there is no reason that we do not have chloride.

D.
DQ does not believe that it always takes three people to move gravel and rock while the crushing is going on and that one of the road crew could and should be in the grader.

E.
Brush cutting of the roadsides is over due but when he had expressed this to SH he was told the SB would not authorize rental of a chipper. 

DQ proposed to the SB that he, DQ, would cut the roadside brush for $1000.00/mile including chipper and pole saw work.  He has insurance.  He would use the Town loader for some of the work.

F.
DQ was not happy with the fact that SH had received the wood from the gravel pit for his own use and on Town time.  Ed noted that SH had received some of the wood, that it was in exchange for the use of his tractor, moved to his home on his own time, and that the Town garage has plenty of heating wood.  Note: Andy Baird milled some of the lumber with a cost benefit to the Town.

F.
DQ expressed other concerns with mud, potholes and apparent lack of motivation of the road crew.


The SB heard all the concerns and everyone agreed that this conversation would have been better served if SH had been present to defend the statements. SB thanked DQ for coming in.

8.
Raymond Munn (RM) asked the SB how he should seek reimbursement for Town Constable expenses, mileage and wage. He went over a few of the events he had covered for the Town so far in 2009.  Some of these included dog, pig and chicken calls, dirt bike issues, dumping of trash at gravel pit and monitoring parties.  He also discussed with the SB the Valley Constable Association work to date, functions the State Police and Sheriff’s departments will and will not do, and the functions that constables will not be able to perform as of 7/10/2010.  He strongly suggested that the Town start thinking about finding a citizen to become constable who will want to make a two-year commitment including required training.
SB asked RM to submit his invoice for payment.  The Town had budgeted $1,000.00.

Selectboard read mail and signed warrants from September 22, 2009 and September 28, 2009.
