Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Ed made a motion to approve minutes of September 8, 2008. Bob seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

2.
Jared made a motion to authorize Patti Lewis to borrow money in anticipation of an education tax payment to the School District of $2,391,878.00 due on 10/8/08 according to a letter from the Department of Education dated 9/11/08 and received 9/18/08. Ed seconded. Further discussion included the initial property tax due date of 9/1/08 and the delinquent due date of 11/1/08.  Historically the educational tax payment has been made each year by November 20th. However, this letter states that “Education property tax dollars are to be transferred to the school district within 20 days of the first tax due date or within 20 days of this notification, whichever is later”. Tax due dates may need to be addressed with the voters at Town Meeting 09.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
3.
A dog was found at the Kluckner residence in Fayston, brought to Mad River Veterinary Service and had been there unclaimed for over two weeks.  Because of this there has been much discussion about how to handle and pay for these situations.  Selectboard suggested offering the Central Vermont Humane Society $100 as a contract price (they will not accept animals without a contract with the Town) for the last ¼ of the year and they would agree to take this dog. (There is usually an $80.00 per animal fee as well).  At the upcoming tri-town Selectboard meeting in November this topic will be discussed and if deemed necessary budgeted for in 2009.
4.
Selectboard agreed to hire Glassworks to fix the broken office window for $241.97.

5.
7:04pm – Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discussion zoning administrator hours.  Ed seconded.  All in favor, no further discussion, motion carried.


7:17pm – Ed made a motion to close executive session,  Jared seconded, all in favor, no further discussion, all in favor. Motion carried.
Decision – Selectboard expects Patti Greene-Swift (PGS) to be in the office Monday and Wednesdays from 8 – 4:30 p.m. and Tuesday from 3-5 p.m.  They are concerned that further reducing the hours the ZA is available to the public would not serve the public well.  Selectboard noted that while they are supportive of PGS accepting a second position that the Fayston ZA position should not be second in importance.

Selectboard read mail and signed orders of September 15, 2008 and September 22, 2008.
