1.
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of September 12, 2011.  Ed seconded.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
2.
6:01 PM - Jared made a motion to go into executive session.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. 

6:15 PM - Jared made a motion to close executive session. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

ACTION TAKEN:

The Fayston Selectboard (SB) is amenable to stone lining (8-inch stone) the ditch from Andree Falardeau’s driveway to a point below Sue Chapin’s property on Fayston Farm Road provided the power can be moved at no cost to the Town.  Stuart Hallstrom (Stuart) will contact GMP to discuss the power issue.

Stuart – Road Maintenance Update:

Production of over half the winter sand complete, they hope to finish by Friday.


Stuart is taking next week off for vacation.


Repair at the new Randell Road Bridge needs fixing soon.


Stuart will attend the FEMA meeting Thursday at 8a.m.

Road Crew can repair to the Center Fayston Road but need to purchase the stone.

Stuart requests that he be provided with a cell phone.

SB received a bid from S.T. Paving for $48,050.00 to repair flood damaged German Flats Road and entrance to the Fayston School.  ($44,600.00 & $3,450.00).  SB discussed who should cover the school entrance cost of repair and decided the Town would handle the whole project.
5.
SB reviewed the VLCT Unemployment Insurance Trust Member Participation Agreement and proposed changes.  Jared made a motion to accept the changes as described (see attached).  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

 6.
Robert made the motion to ratify permission granted for Town Clerk to sign a Mad River Glen Co-Op Out-side Consumption Permit for 10/1 – 10/9/11.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
7.
SB reviewed the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) report re: 1818 German Flats Road (referred to as the Bailey property).  See attached. There is a possibility of NRCS support of $1,300.00.  However, there are no guarantees, it may take many months to receive approval and SB is not comfortable that $1,300.00 would cover much of the cost of the mitigation.  Robert has given the documents to Brian Shea, agent for Bailey, to review as well. SB agreed that there would have to be an agreement with Bailey that he would take responsibility for the 25% not covered by NCRS before proceeding further as sponsor of this project. 
8.
Robert made a motion to grant Geoff Slater permission to do minor trail work on the Town Forest parcel.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

9.
SB discussed an email sent from Leo Cohen and Dinsmore Fulton regarding trash at the Junction of Tucker Hill Road and Route 17.  See attached.  It appears this trash is on Brad and Nicole Belknap’s land.  It appears that it would be in the State Highway right of way. SB will contact District 6 to see what they do about situations like this.  


Other Business:

James Donaldson from Wilcox and Barton had picked up the notice of violations from the State of Vermont regarding the removal and disposal of the underground tank at the Van Loon property in 2010.  He will find out what the next steps are to address the notice and get back to the SB.
