Meeting called to order 6:30 P.M. 
1.  
Jared made a motion to approve minutes of August 25, 2008 and August 28, 2008. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Stuart Hallstrom, Road Foreman, gave an update on the road crew and projects as follows:

Ben Andrews is doing fine although shifting the dump truck has been a challenge for him. 
Tony Long is doing okay although Tony does express some discomfort in his foot.

Sand is currently being crushed, 1800 yards to date, and he expects to finish by next Wednesday. 
It was noted that Stuart and Robert had marked the location of the culvert to be installed across Barton Road by Mr. Trahan.
It was suggested that the road crew begin taking classes for road maintenance training, specifically grading.  Stuart will keep an eye out for classes through the VMTA.

Robert asked about the amount of tailings produced and stored in the gravel pit.  Stuart believes he will use most of what they have there now on road projects in the near future.  The ability to sell this product does not exist because of the conditions in the Act 250 permit.

Stuart noted his next project is to fix the road on Kew Vasseur Road by Kevin Bombard’s property. 
Stuart had met with Sis Kelly and suggested to her some ditching and culvert work that might be done on her property to help with her water concerns.  She does not want this work done. He did dig out the water bars further up Old Center Fayston Road.

Stuart discussed the recent party at the Town gravel pit. Last weekend there, were approximately 40 kids at this event, speeding up and down the road, knocking down the stop sign at the bottom of Sharpshooter Road, tearing up some of Dorothy Langevin's lawn and thought to have been in the bucket loader (no damage)?  The State Police spoke with Stuart on Sunday morning and they discussed putting up more no trespassing signs and/or gating the pit. Stuart said the more signs the more liability the Town takes on and that it was not possible to gate the lower entrance as it is a town road with public access. The State Police will be watching that area for the next few weekends.  No decisions were made.

The Personnel Policy changes were reviewed and Stuart was given the draft copy.  He and the crew are welcome to come back to the Selectboard should they have questions or concerns.  Jared made a motion to approve changes to the personnel policy regarding injuries off the job as well as an employee’s responsibility to pay their health insurance premiums if they are on unpaid absences and/or receiving worker’s comp.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

Selectboard looked at the list of possible tax sale properties provided by Alice Olenick.  Jared made a motion to bid on any property that came to tax sale up to the amount of the delinquent taxes, penalties and fees.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
