Minutes of Selectboard Meeting                

August 13, 2012

Board Present:

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the minutes of July 16, 2012.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Robert made a motion to call the public meeting to order regarding Land Use Regulation (LUR) Amendment regarding minimum lot size and setbacks in Resort Development Districts.  See attached. 

Michael Quenneville and Robert Vasseur expressed concerns about septic capacity especially in the Mad River area where there is limited soils for maintenance of current systems and questionable for expansion.  

David Koepele noted that the State, not the Town, now administers septic systems. 

He suggested that if one were to add baths it would seem likely that the State would get involved.

Jared made a motion to adopt the LUR Amendment in accordance with 24 V.S.A. Section 4441(c). Robert seconded.  There was some further discussion about septic capacity.  Jared felt this clarified what the Town zoning position is on this matter.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Sal Spinosa (Sal) is seeking a seat of the Vermont House of Representatives.  Sal explained his work experience and the benefits it will bring to his seat in the House. This includes, but not limited to, a master degree from Vt. Law School, trial lawyer, ANR director of enforcement division for 15 years, supervised environmental protection division in CA, and attorney work in areas such as workers compensation, criminal law, probation issue, welfare fraud, consumer protection, adult sexual assault issues and antitrust laws. 

Jared asked  if he had a ready response to the question of how does he distinguish himself from the two incumbents.  Sal noted he did not have a ready answer but did feel that he fell somewhere between the two as far as voting records.


On a separate note Robert asked Sal about the proposed expenditures for a tanker, engine

and pumper truck for the Waitsfield/Fayston fire department.  Selectboards should have a meeting in October to discuss equipment purchase and plan to fund.
4. Jamie Matterson (Jamie) and Caitrin Noel (Caitrin) addressed the SB with American Great Outdoors, Mad River Project Potential Site plans.  See attached.  Jamie works for the US Fish and Wildlife Service who is interested in improving aquatic passages for fish. They had identified two areas in Fayston, one on Lockwood Brook and the other on Slide Brook.   Stuart explained that Slide Book and the second site on Manlin Road were private culverts.  The first one on Manlin Road is the Towns.  Money for the purchase of the culvert and fish ladder could come from Federal funds with a 50% match from the Town.  Said 50% can include labor, Town equipment and materials. Stuart felt that the estimate of replacement cost of $34,000.00 was much too low for what was proposed. The Winooski Conservation District would be the ones working on/with the grant application and administration.  Jamie will get back to the SB with a more details as to cost, timing of application and who/what/how of engineering.
5. SB made the decision to wait for all three Selectmen to be present before review/adoption of the proposed Town Highway Access Policy.

6. SB signed the Statement of Consent to use Public Roads for the Green Mountain Stage Race on 9/2/12.
7. Jared made a motion to have the road crew create and install and road sign for Beaver Pond Road as requested by Linda and Ray Weston.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried. See attached. 

8. Jared made a motion to return to VLCT to administer employee health insurance policies.  Robert seconded.  The benefit in doing is that VLCT now allows open enrollment as well as offer extra services such as the wellness program, EAP program, flu shots, etc. where an outside broker does not have this option.  No further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  See attached. 

9. Youth Service Bureau requested advice as to how the SB might consider their request for funds for 2013 given the fact they did not receive funding last year.  SB reviewed their letter dated 8/10/12.  SB feels the letter itself is sufficient information for the SB to consider them in the 2013 Town budget.
10. 7:03 p.m. Robert made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal matters.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.  SB asked Stuart to remain for the meeting.
7:29 p.m. Robert made a motion to close executive session.  Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

ACTION TAKEN:

Jared made a motion that the Selectboard commission a licensed surveyor as may be recommended by the Town Attorney, to survey a portion of Farm Road in the area where it abuts the properties of Falardeau, Chapin and Procknow, as the terminations and boundaries of previous surveys cannot be determined with desired specificity in the area of these properties, and also in order to reproduce a survey of this portion of the road as my be in the Town’s records, subject to reasonableness of the cost for this survey work.” Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

11. SB read mail and signed warrant dated 7/17/12 – 8/13/12.

12. 7:32 p.m. Jared made a motion to adjourn, Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
