Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, April 23, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Jared made a motion to approve the April 9, 2012 and April 18, 2012 meeting minutes. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Culvert #6 – Selectboard (SB) asked Patti to email Tom Anderson to see if he is any closer to making grant determinations now that the deadline for submission of applications has passed. 

SB discussed whether the project should move forward without a grant.  Also discussed was renaming the bridge reserve capital fund to a structures capital fund. 

Jared asked if we have enough money to replace the culvert at the bottom of Fayston Farms Road. Stuart said yes but that it was going to be $1,800.00 for the culvert alone.

3. Ed made a motion to support CVRPC’s intent to submit a grant application for funds to cover a study of the proposed Safe Routes to School project at the Fayston Elementary School.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

4. SB talked about the Number 9 Hill guardrail project. A second quote from Vermont Recreational Surfacing & Fencing, Inc. came in at $5,400.00 and $20/post for any that need replacing.  Stuart counted 124 posts ($2,480.00).  Total project cost of $7,880.00.  Significantly lower than the Lafayette bid of $12,807.90-$14,434.30.  SB questioned the lower bid as no one from that company had been out to look at the site.  Stuart noted they wanted to do the job this week.  

Ed made the motion to approve the Vermont Recreational Surfacing & Fencing, Inc. bid and award the contract with the stipulation that they first look at the site and then only if they guarantee this bid. Jared seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5. SB signed excess Weight Permits for Gillespie Fuels & Propane and Green Mountain Heritage.

6. SB signed Liquor License Application for Bongiornos.  

7. 6:20pm - Jared made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal matters. Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6:34pm – Jared made a motion to close executive session.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

No action taken.

8. SB read mail and signed Warrant of April 10 – April 23, 2012. 
9. Other business:

SB reviewed the proposed resolution by the Planning Commission (PC) regarding the alternate PC member.  See Attached. It is the SB’s intent to sign the Resolution at their SB meeting on May 14, 2012. 

SB reviewed the FNRC Reserve Fund Guidelines. It is the SB’s intent to remove one line under I. Authority (see attached) and approve these guidelines at their May 14, 2012 SB meeting.
