Minutes of Selectboard Meeting

Monday, April 9, 2012

Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m.

1. Ed made a motion to approve the 3/26/12 meeting minutes. Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Ed and Robert opened bids for culvert #6 replacement.  They came is as follows:

Dubois – $97,676.00

Kingsbury – $51,949.00

Ireland –$ 65,750.00

Griffin & Griffin $75,950.00

The Selectboard discussed the issues of Kingsbury not being at the mandatory bid meeting.

Selectboard (SB) talked about the chance of receiving a structures grant for this project.  According to Tom Anderson’s email dated April 6, 2012 and the AOT District 6 rating system, it would appear unlikely that Fayston would receive structures grant money in 2012 due to the receipt of a grant for the bridge last year and the ranking of the Town within their system.   See attached.  
SB discussed moving forward with the project using Town funds.  It may be tight with other projects needed including gravel crushing, tailings, purchasing of culverts, Phen Road work, etc.   Stuart felt that we could use the bridge reserve fund because of Culvert #6’s increase in size that may qualify it as a bridge. 

SB discussed holding off for a year, the fact German Flats is slated to be paved in 2012, the possibility of holding off on applying for this grant to increase the chances of receiving one for other projects, capitol reserve funds and upcoming expenses to those funds.
Stuart suggested that within the bids was a cost for 200 feet of guardrail.  There might be some room there to decrease this amount.  However, no one was clear as to what the State specifications are at this time.

As an aside, Ed asked Stuart to get a second bid for the guardrail work on Number Nine Hill. F.R. Lafayette came in at $12,807.90 - $14,434.30.
SB decided to table this discussion until their April 23, 2012 meeting.  They are unable to award a contract until they hear back from the State about the grant application (Town to submit before April 15th, 2012 using S.D. Ireland’s numbers, the cost of the culvert and Stuart’s numbers regarding the cost of gravel). 
3. Ed made a motion to amend the DRB/PC appointments from last week to include Carol Chamberlin as an alternate DRB member.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Ed made a motion to ratify the signing of liquor license on March 26, 2012 for Millbrook Inn and Mad River Glen Ski Area.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

5. Ed made a motion to ratify the signing of excess weight permits on March 26, 2012 for Harrison Redi Mix, Vt. Well & Pump and Farris Tree Service.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6. SB signed excess weight permits for Curtis Lumber Co., Inc., Walker Construction, Inc., Birdseye Building Co., Griffin & Griffin Excavating, Inc. and Grandfield Masonry.
7. Robert signed letter of permission to allow Sugarbush Resort and the Mad Triathlon to use portions of the Town Roads on May 12, 2012.

8. SB discussed the search for a new ZA.  Three interviews had taken place, one via phone, two in person.  Ed will call David Koepele to get an update on status of the interviewees. 

9. SB signed an updated Mutual Aid Agreement between Warren, Waitsfield, Fayston and Granville previously approved on March 26, 2012.

10. SB wants to go ahead with the removal of the underground storage tank at the municipal office.
11. 6:37pm – Robert made a motion to go into executive session to discuss legal matters.  Ed seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

6:49pm – Ed made a motion to close executive session.  Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
12. SB read mail and signed warrant of March 27 – April 9, 2012.

7:00pm – Ed made a motion to adjourn, Robert seconded, no further discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
